brought forcibly home to us a sense
of the burdens and the waste of
war. We desire, in common with
most civilized nations, to reduce to
the lowest possible point the dam-

peaceable trade and commerce. It
is true we may snifer in such cases
less than other communities, but all
nations are damaged more or less;
by the state of uneasiness and apprehensioninto which an outbreak
of hostilities throws the entire commercialworld. It should be our obIjeet, therefore, to minimize, so far
as practicable, this inevitable loss
and disturbance. This purpose can
probably best be accomplished by
an international agreement to regardall private property at sea as
exempt from capture or destruction
by the forces of belligerent powers.
The United States Government has
for many years advocated this hnmaneand beneficent principle, and
is now in a position to recommend
it to other powers without the imputationof selfish motives. I thereforesuggest for yonr consideration
that the Executive be authorized to
correspond with the Governments
of the principal maritime powers
with a view of incorporating into
the permanent law of civilized nationsthe principle of the exemption
of all private property at sea, not
contraband of war. from enptnre or
destruction by belligerent powers.
