High speed as a factor in the race has alreadyceased to count for much. Except
when goaded to spurting for a lap or two
by the efforts of another rider, or a fear
of falling asleep, the men have settled
down to ride it out at a steady clip. The
weariest ones wabble some, but the others
circle the track like figures of a merry-goround.
Miler, though second in the scoring, is

nearly always first on the track. At his
rear wheel clings Waller, with Pierce, the
record breaker, in the same relative positionto him.
But Pierce is crafty. As the three sail

around, each paying no attention to the
others, Pierce edges up on the inclined
track toward the outside. When things
are deadest and stillest he finds himself at
an elevation, but almost directly even with
Miller and Waller. A kick at the pedals,
and then his wheel shoots down the steep
track just ahead of his nearest rivals. They
fifht him for the place, of course, but usuallyhe holds what he gets, and by never missinga chance he steals further and further
ahead until presently he is around to his
old position at Waller's rear wheel, waiting
like a fish hawk for a chance to make anotherdive.

Still Breaking Records.
Pierce has beaten all second-day records

by from ten to twenty miles, and Miller
and Waller, from hunting him, have also
done more than men ever did before on
wheels. They are holding out marvellously
well, but the pace is telnng on all of them.
Bverybody that watches the race stares
at the faces of the riders, picking out the
signs of the strain.
"They will begin to be crazy to-morrow.
