Much of the Prevailing MiseryCaused by Ignoranceof His Class,

UPPER TEN NOT TO BLAME,

President of theAmerican Federationof Labor's Annual Address
to the National Convention.

Kansas City, Mo., Dec. 12..President
Samuel Gompers opened the eighteenth annualconvention of the American Federationof Labor to-day in Strope's Ilall.
About 150 delegates from all parts of this

country arm two lroui across loo wura.

William Thorne and W. Inskip, of London,
representing the British Trades Union Congress.werepresent. Delegate Inskip's
mission is to plead for a closer alliance betweenthe United States and Great Britain
along industrial as well as political lines.
The convention will be in session about

four days, and one of the most important
questions to be brought up will be the establishmentof a joint board of arbitration,
to be Composed of master builders and
members of the Building Trades Council,
whose office shall be tne settlement by
arbitration of all disputes and grievances
between employer and employes..
President Gompers read his annual report.In this he said that the trade unions

were the legitimate outgrowth of modern
society and industrial conditions. They
were organizations grappling with economic
and social problems as they are. and dealingwith them in a practical manner. Much
of the prevailing misery,, the president said,
was aiuseu 1101. uj uc mi

class, but by the ignorance of many of his
own class,who expected conditions by their
volition. Legislation in the interest of labor
should be executed by labor men; trade
unionists should be in Congress, in the
State Legislatures, in municipal councils
and on the magisterial benches.
About the recent strike of the textile

workers in New England Mr. Gompers
said that although the strike failed, it had
a salutary effect, as the employers were
taugh that there was a limit beyond which
the workers would not yield without a

struggle. It effectually stopped reduction,
and if the textile workers would but organizeupon a common sense basis for theli
protection and advance they would, undoubtedlysucceed.
As a result of the strike of the United

Mine Workers last year he said that an

agreement was reached for a minimum
scale of sixty-seven cents per ton, an in
crease of nearly thirty-three per cent, and
the enforcement of the eight-hour workday.About the Eight Hour bill, now pending
in the United States Senate, he said that
it was in a position to be called up at any
opportune time, and it was deemed wise
to have a Legislative Committee in attendanceat the Capitol. As a result ol
several interviews had with the Secretary
of the Navy an order for the enforcement
of the eight-hour day in alii the navy yards
of the country has been promulgated.
In regard to the bill for the curbing ol

the power of the justices granting injunctionsin labor disputes, he said that but
little progress could be reported.

members of the class In dressmaking.
Miss Margaret Pickering Pascal, presidentand secretary, read the regrets of

connection with industrial schools. Then
Miss Pascal told about the Institute. Leadingdressmakers had told her of the scarcity
of capable help. Accordingly, Miss Pascal

The white-aproned eleven cast down their

"If young men wont propose," the ministerwent on. "young women must prepare

to do without young men."
The eleven looked disconsolate.
Colonel Adams, of Lafayette Post, G. A.

R., presented the Institute with a flag.
Colonel Adams pressed its bright folds to
his heart and told the girls how he came

to love it.
"We were In Andersonville prison," said

the Colonel. "For three months we had
been living on condemned horse feed. This
was corn ground up with the cob that had
become wet and spoiled. The horses would
not eat it, so they fed it to us."
