Eager for Christmas Parole
They Promise to Be
Good.

ARE TREATED.

Dressed in Blue Jeans Uniform
and Offered Many Induce-
ments to Reform.

The Truznt School, which has come Into
prominence through the recent order of
Chlef uf Police Devery, Issped In compli-
anee with the request of the Board of
Eduvestlon, making It the duty of every po-
licemun on the foree to look out for truanta
during sclhool hours and report them to(le
school authorities, ls situated at No. 210
East Twenty-first street. It s o red brick
bulldleg, four storles and a basement ln
belght, and has accommodiations for ALty
boys. 'There sre no girls In the Troant
Scnool,

““I'here are but few girls of school age
who Jdellberate]ly net s as to be clussed
&8 trunnts, and such as there are need the
trentment of 8 reformutory rather thin of
i teunnt sehool,”™ sald the principal.

The Trusnt Schowl Is a prison for the
boys till thelr dischuirge. They are dressed
In a simple uniform of blue jenns, with
combiuntion apron aud ./ overdlls ‘of the
same waterinl, and are under striet but
kindly diselpline.

The sehonl Is at present filled to almost
Its full capaclty, and the boys ure ex-
tremely bright and Intelligeat. Thers Is a
system of simple rewnnrds, u-:-n_alstlllg large-
ly of plue and red buottons, that the boys
are eager to enrn amd whose loss for mis-
conduet they deeply deplore,

For two weeks of good condnet o boy Is

ven o red hutton. “I'wo webks more glves

im o boe button. After that he s ellgihie
to membership in the *Ited, White and |
Bluie Club," which Mrs, M. E. H. Alger, |
the principal, founded a Tow weeks ago, |

$ Mrs, Alger took clinrge of the sehool last)

Mg, Alger's system may be described as
one of loviug severlty, and every boy 18
devored to her. To be ordersd to bed with
ohly a bread and water sapper I8 a dread-
od punlshment, as {2 also  boelog Jocked
In:n queer little windowless room at the
toot of the Plnir\\'q&r. They fre never Kept
there very lopg. “Phey are septenced for
lall # da¥ or s#o, but Mrs. Alger op one of
tie teachers goes to them after half an
bonre or an hour of solitary confinement
nwnd arranges to “go bail.” for the broken-
hearted boy. And the ball, which s de-
prendene on n promilse of good behavior for
perhaps o couple of daye, Is serupulpusly
L:t-;nt. On this, ug a peint of honor, all the
boys are firmly nzreed.

Fle boys ate tanght to be serupulons In
keeping thelr wondl, and that they have
learned the lesson s enrlonsly shown In
the getting up of a tlr-tltic\n by some of the
Jove to be “paroled™ at Christmas thme, 1t
Is oddly: plirased:

“We wizh you wonll ler us go home nt

This was signed by elghtéen boys. Every
by wns anxions for a parole, but while
some knew they hnd entered too recently
ta hope for It, the others were afrald they
might be unnble to keep such o' deflnite
promise, and they nsked for a few days of
gries {o decide whethier they will be strong
enMgh 1o solemaly promise to be good.
The referofice to bhilng sent away t1 they
are sixtepn embodies thelr ever-present
drend of  belng gent to an Institotion 1l
they reach that age: The lnw ‘gives the
tenant puthortties power over childeen be-
tween the ages of eight and sixteen who
do ‘mot attend sehool.  This power, How-
ever, extends only to the end of ench gehonl
year, anid/at the end of every school year
wll the tronnts ore relensed. I they play
teofint the following year they must e pro-
eeeded ppelnst anew. If they become too
baed, the Gerreyr sheloty misl take them.

The hoys dre taaght habits of personnl
cleanlinégs anid “thelr two hig open dorml-
totlegs nre models of both elénnliness aod
neatness.

Then
once a week, each bor who is on prola-
tion reports here with his card, At pres-
ent, there pre over 300 on probation, and
almost all are dolng so well they will not

“Phep, as rapldly as It appeara safe, 1
parole the boys who have aetnally been
entered here. I do mnot keep any hoy
loniger than 18 necessary, but send them
bavk ns soon as I can, to try over ngain,
with the ald of the cards and dally re-
ports.”
