this morning. Senor Montero Rios is
quoted.as saying:
"We have fulfilled here a very painful

mission, in, which it is impossible to dream
f looking forward with any satisfaction

but that of doing our duty. We depart
without other consolation than the exclamation;
" 'Tout est perdu sauf l'Honneur!' ('All

is lost but' honor.')
"We knew in advance that we should

h*ve to deal with an implacable conqueror
who would in no way concern himself
with any pre-existing international law,
lmt whose sole object was to reap from
vietory the largest possible advantage.
'Phis conception of international law is
absolutely new. It Is no longer a case of
might against right, but of might without
right. As for us, we had only to protect
ourselves against the abasement which it
was desired to inflict upon us and to prove
in spite of our blunders and mistakes that
we had not compromised the proverbial
loyalty to the Castiliaai Fatherland.
"Misfortune also has grandeur. The

Americans have acted as vainqueurs parvenus(upstart conquerors). They do not
yet know the misfortune of defeat; but
there are things which the most fortunate
nations cannot escape later on.when they
too. will have had reverses.when they
will have become homogeneous and are no
longer obliged to satisfy the exigencies of
political parties, they, too, will form, like
all other nations with a past, a code of
International rights and duties auid be less
inflexible toward those%who have suffered
defeat. They will better understand .that
a strict observance of conditions agre,ed to,
even in the thick of a flght, is a guarantee
and a protection for all concerned, for the
conquerors as well as for vanquished.
"Nations do not count by days or weeks,

bur by centuries, and in the course of
their existence events assume various coin-

"We signed on August 12 a protocol suspendinghostilities, and It was on the
fourteenth that the American General
demanded the surrender of Manila. The
Archipelago had not been won, and has
not vet been conquered. The fate of the
Philippines remained undetermined and
Spanish sovereignty was still In force,
since we were still waging war with considerableforces to suppress the insurrection.But, after a journey across a portionof the United States. President MeKlnleychanged his poHcy and decided
upon claiming the Philippines by right of
conquest.
"Yet, I repeat, the Philippines even now

are still unconquered. The two chief islands.the two richest.Mindanao and Luzon.arenot won. Mindanao and the
island of the Great Lake contain a populationof half-breeds, half Malay and half
Spanish, constitnting a military oligarchy
which rules the rest of the islands and
occupies the richest portion of the territoryon the shores of the lake. I know
the country and its inhabitants. They are
proud, strong and warlike, and not only
are they unconquered but their conquest
will not be accomplished quickly. Yet the
T'nited States claimed them, as well as
1be other islands, as though their conquestwas complete.
"But what most pains me is that in this

great whirlwind in which we have lost all,

This brought him such immense
wealth that many years ago he was abl'e to
offer the government of Queensland a loan
of $2,uU0,000, and in 1892, at a time of
great financial strain for the colony, he
took up $1,500,000 of Treasury bills in
order to assist the Government.
