-SURE HE WILL SUCCEED.

If He Does He Wants $1,000,000
for the Colon and $250,000for the Maine.

New Yor kinventor ^Captain A. O. Midford,has made an offer to the Government
to raise and deliver the Cristobal Colon
and the United States battle ship Maine
at the Brooklyn Navy Yard.
Captain Midford asks for no pay unless

he shall be successful. In case he should
suceeed the Government is to pay him
$1,000,000 for the Colou, and one-third of!
her appraised value, and for the Maine
$250,000 and one-third of her appraised val-
ur. Captain .Midrorcrs proposition was

filed with the Board of Construction last
week. It is now under consideration.
In explaining his plans yesterday CaptainMidford said that compressed air

would be the prime factor In his work, but
utilized in an entirely new way. The
caissons he will use are barrel shaped affairsthirty feet long and eight feet in

diameter, each of which has, when filled
with air, a lifting capacity of three tons
per foot length, which can lie increased
to ten tons per foot length by increasing
the diameter two feet.
Divers will pass great chains under the
hip from stem to stern. Then the caissons,

filled with water, are to be sunk on each
side and shackled to the chains. Hose leadingfrom compressors on the deck of a
schooner are to be attached, the water
pumped out of the caissons and the air
pumped in uniu me proper amount or uuuj-
ancy is supplied and the vessel comes to
the surface.
The Cristobal Colon, which has a displacementof 7,000 tons, will require' 77 caissons,

each 8 feet in diameter. The work of raisingthis ship can be completed in a week's
time.
Captain Midford had several interviews

with Constructor Hobson during the flying
visits which the latter made here. The
liieutenant offered to buy fifty of his caissonsat at good figure, but Captain Midford
refused to allow any of bis appliances to
he used unless be himself engineered the
job and got ail the glory.

The sawdust is charged in retorts, which

*re heated by a wood fire, the gas from the
retorts passing into series of coils and
thence into the purifiers, which are similar
to those used for coal gas. Lime is the
principal purifying agent employed.
When it passes out of the retorts the gas

?ossesses an odor much less disagreeable
han that of ordinary lighting gas, and rersmblessomewhat that of smoke from a
re of green wood or leaves. The works in

hse are small, turning out daily five hundredand forty cubic meters of gas, for the
production of which about two tons of sawdustare required.

abatement, which lie ordered stricken out.
Attorney Johnson filed a demurrer. It sets

The only recourse which
one parent hrts against another is in the
civil courts.

the ore reported as having been found in
Wyoming ran only 2 per cent In quicksilver
it would be a

bonanza. Cinnabar, he
6tated. usually returns 3 or 4 per cent
quicksilver.
The asaayer admitted, however, that if

a vein of the genuine stuff has been found
in Wyoming Its value is immense, for the
reason that the process of extraction is
cheap and simple, and that there is a

constant demand for it from the local
smelters and gold reduction works.
