Martin is said to have undergone at least
four hundred treatments on behalf of Mr.
Rouss. who allows him $5 a week for his £
services. He resides on the top floor of
the' rear tenement at No. 192 E'tzabeth
street, where he and his mother and
brother declared yesterday that he had not
been benefited by Dr. Cassidy.

declared that his eyesight had been much K
improved by Dr. Cassidy's treatment, which
was made last July 12. The affidavit states
that Martin can readily distinguish- small c<
objects and colors and that under the treat- b
ment he expects his sight to be fully restored..

supported by the taxes of the people.
"It is estimated that the Hull bill would

?08t the people annually the sum of $150,300,000.This would be a permanent charge
upon the people; $145,000,000 is being annujllypaid to the soldiers of the civil war
and the war with Spain, thus placing a

pc-ramnent charge of $295,000,000 upon the
people of the United States, and this to
maintain the military establishment alone,
