
BIG OCEAN LINERS
CRASH | THE FOG

Idaho and Flower Gate in
Collision Off Liberty

Island.

BOTH ARE BADLY DAMAGED,

One Sailor Is Killed, Another
Hurt.Big Fog-Bound Fleet

Released at Last

In the fog, which had locked up New
York Harbor for forty-eight hours and de+qinoOinn thnn nne linndrcd veasles. two

large ocean steamships smashed together
yesterday morning off Liberty Island. They
were the "Wilson line freighter Idaho, inwardbound, from Hull, and the Flower
Gate, outward bound, for Philadelphia. One
man was killed and another fatally injured
011 the Idaho, and both vessels were severelydamaged by the collision.
When the sun struggled and Anally dissipatedthe mist yesterday there were

twenty-six steamships, including half a

dozen big liners, like the St. Paul, of the
American line, and the White Star steamshipGermanic, anchored in the upper bay.
They were scattered from Ellis Island to
the Quarantine station, and sandwiched
among them were scores of sailing craft of
ail sizes.
Not a single vessel had dared to move

on Thursday after gaining anchorage, for
fear of collision. Each of the outwardboundvessels had a pilot aboard virtually
held prisoner while the fog lasted. In
all 110 pilots out* of a total of 140 belonginghere were on board vessels yesterday
morning. Had the fog lasted another
twenty-four hours there would not have
been a single pilot to bring in vessels from
the sea. As it was, there were twenty-Six
steamships waiting off the Sandy Hook
bar yesterday morning and not one pilot
left on the half dozen pilot boats outside.
The Idaho-Flower (fare collision occurred

at 6:30 a. m. The Idaho was waiting off
Liberty Island. Her fore peak was full of
water as the result of a collision with some

submerged object, struck four days out
front Hull. She had crossed the ocean in
that condition. The fog was lifting and
th$ Idaho was swinging to steam to her
berth at the Prentiss Stores, Brooklyn,
when the Flower Gate struck her on the
starboard bow, crushing In five plates ubove
the water.
One of these plates was shotted through

Into the Idaho's forecastle. It struck WilliamSmith, a sailor, asleep in his berth, decapitatinghim. John Bureh, a seaman in
the berth under Smith, had his skull fracturedand his collarbone broken. He was
taken to St. Peter's Hospital, Brooklyn.
The Flower Gate had her stem twisted

nearly off. The captains of both vessels
disclaimed any blame for the collision.
The fog disappeared at 9 o'clock, and one

of the largest fleets of steam and sail craft
ever seen at one time in this harbor moved
through tha Narrows to the ocean, and one
almost as large came into port.

E. T. WILSON MUSTPAY $5,000.

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Enough High Explosives at
Fort Hamilton to Blow

Up New York.
An accident at old Fort Lafayette, at the

narrow entrance to the inner bay, and a

large portion of Greater New York might
be destroyed. In fact, the lower part of
the great city is close to what may prove
to be a volcano, a gigantic magazine of the
highest explosive known to naval science.
At old Fort Lafayette there are more than

two thousand tons of explosives.enough
to utterly annihilate twenty or thirty such
Spanish fleets as were destroyed at Manila
and Santiago. Through an accidental fire
or the intentional malice of a misguided
zealot, these explosives might he discharged.It might level to the ground all
the houses within three miles, and kill
hundreds of Greater New York's inhabitants.

Under the great pressure of war preparations,immense quantities of powder began

to arrive in great copper cases, brass cartridgeholders and bags. Those were all
what is technically called "high explosives"
.that is, of the nitro-glycerine order, but
so compounded as to lessen the liability of
accidentally going off.
These powders were mainly brown prismatic,Dupont's smokeless and cordite.

From these high explosives fixed ammunitionis made at Fort Lafayette. The workmenabout the old fort say that nearly two
thousand tons of this terrible destructive
material is gathered at this place, at the
gateway of Greater New York.
Experts said yesterday that this powder

is not easily exploded and that when a
small piece is set on fire and is not confinedbut exposed to the open air, it will
burn like a fuse, making a soft sizziug
noise. The very fact that it is regarded
safter to handle makes the workmen carelessin the handling of it.
It is also pointed out that slight blows

will not discharge the powder, but in such
a crumbling structure as Fort Lafavette an
explosion in one compartment would makt
fine dust of the fort and do great damage
at Fort Hamilton, Bay Ridge, a large pari
of Brooklyn and the lower part of Man
hattan Island.
