Julius Lehmann Says His Clients

Henry P. Crasher, dealer In patent medicine®,who said that the drafts made upon

him by Louise Vermeule were good, when

they were presented, and had no money to

pay them when they became due. was arraignedin the Centre Street Court yesterday.
The charge against him was that he had

given to Oscar L. Behrens for $50 In cash a

draft upon himself which was worthless.
This was a charge serious enough to place
him under ball of $1,000. for examination
lo-murivn.

Tlie Sheriff said he had executions against
property of Henry P. Crosher to the
amount of $974, one of which had just been
obtained by J. L. Adams, but that Crosher
had no property, and that judgments, attachmentsand executions against him

were vain.
Crosher said, in reply to questions, tbat

he had promised to pay the drafts in the
expectation of money that he had not received;they were good still, and his paymentof them was only deferred. He was
led back to the Tombs. J
The drafts are numerous and the police

record are full of complaints about them.
Julius Lehmann and his associate, John
F.aski. have many of them. They say, on

the authority of the Union Trust Company;
of Philadelphia, tbat pays to Mrs, Vermeule
an income of $200 a year: "Her name is
Mrs. It. W. Roctofs, not Vermeule."
Mr. Lehmann has. to..collect, among other

claims, that of the tseiae tur. uompauj.
The company gave credit to Mrs. Vermeule,
because of Colonel Kobert J. Halre's recommendationof her. She wrote to him:
"Please pay on May 1, 181)8, to Soldo Fivr
Company, $100 out of money belonging to
me which may pass through your hands.
Louise Vermeule."
He wrote tinder the order: "The above

order for $100, upon condition therein
named, is accepted by me. April 12, 1808.

VICTIM OF BLUE LAWS.

Mr. Dauchy, of Noroton, a

Member of the Grand Jury,
Preferred the Charges.

John IX. Crimmins, the president qf the
Wee Burn Golf Club at Noroton, Conn.,
despite the blue laws of the Nutmeg State,
declares that he- is thoroughly in favor of
playing golf on Sunday. Three members
of Mr. Crlmmins's club have been summonedto court in South Norwatk for enjoyingthis pastime on Sunday.
These men are Wilson L. Baldwin,

cashier of the Stamford National Bank,
and Mr. Phelps and Mr. Taylor, of New
York. They are to appear before a justice
on next Tuesday and answer to charges
of violating the Sunday laws, preferred
by Mr. Dauchy; a member of the Grand
Jury.
The penalty for playing golf in Connecticuton Sunday is a tine of .$50 for each

offence. Mr. Dauehv savs.
Bine Lams Should. Be Repealed.
"If there Is still one of the old blue laws

'in existence in Connecticut," said Mr,
Crimmins, "it should lie repealed. I ccr|tainlydo not bellev.e that any harm can
I'duie from tljejindulgence of su^h a pleasantpastime as golf on Sunday. Further
than this, I do not think that it is the
sentiment of the people of the neighborhoodIn which the links are situated that
we should not play the game on that day.
"My children are very fond of go,lf, and

in fact one of my sons would not get
tiu opportunity to play at all if lie could
not run up there on Sundays. Everything

"I know of one family in which there are

"I received some letters some months ago

protesting against golf playing on Sunday,
but as the practice became so universal
and there has never been any reasonable
objection tdi it I concluded that the feeling
against it had died, out,
"The action against the members of our

club was the work of a busybody, and I am
very positive that it does not reflect the
sentiment of the majority of the residents
of the neighborhood.
"I was very much surprised to hear that

thb members of our club bad been summonedto appear in court. They are all
reputable business men, who, I am sure,
would not do anything that would reflect
on the morality of the community.
"I do not know Mr. Daucby, who procuredthe summonses. I feel confident,

however, that the ease will be dismissed
when the justice hears the state of affairsfrom the accused members."

From His Laboratory M, DucretetTelegraphs More
Than Two Miles,

UPON THE HOUSETOPS,

The Receiving Machine Can Also
Be Used to Touch Off

the Fuse of a Mine.

A translation of an article on wireless
telegraphy by M. Dueretet, explaining his
theory on the subject, has been forwarded
to the State Department by AV. P. Atwell,
commercial agent at Roubaix, and will appearin the Consular Reports. Mr. Atwell
says that the experiments spoken of by M.
Dueretet are now being carried on at his
Paris laboratory. M. Ducretet's article
reads in part:

The starting point was the discovery by Henri
Hertz, in 1889. of electric waves analogous to
waves of light. A machine invented by him
enabled One to perceive the diffusion of electric
vibration at a short distance.

Professor Popoff. a Russian savant, was on
the point of applying this discovery to telegraphyin 1895, when he learned that M. Branly,
a Frenchman, had already invented the tube
seen in m.v, machine and which is the essential
point, as this puts in motion the electric currents.or. to use the technical term, the inductingcurrents.
M. Branly has not received the proper share

of praise for his important invention. In 1890
he had already observed the action of electrical'
radiation on inetal filing*, free or agglom ra ed.
placed in an Insulator between two conductors
forming a-circuit made by a battery and a galvanometer.The filings, primitively insulated or
of very high electric resistance, become conductorswhen they are struck by an electric
lum. i ais l-uuuwci ii;im.y is uesiruyea Dy a

struck by a new wave.

Bunny to Human

Patient.

SIGHTLESS FOR 15 YEARS,

Union ot Marts tttected, and bhe
That Was in the Dark Is

Again in the Light.
Minneapolis, Dec. 24..Great interest is

taken in two operations just performed
by Dr. ('. H. Kolilcr 011 the blind eyes of a

patient. Each operation consisted of transplantinga portion of a living rabbit's eye
into the human organ to restore sight.
The patient was a young woman about

thirty years old, whose home is in North
Dakota, tike had been blind in one eye
for fifteen years, and in the other for six
years. Both eyes were totally blind, and
these Operations were determined upon as a

last resort by Dr. Kohler.
It was decided to make the first trial

upon the eye that bad been blind for fifteen
years. A number of physicians and surgeonswere invited to witness both operations.Mahy of them at first professed to
be sceptical as to the value of the operation.but admitted after the first trial that
they were convinced that it was a signal
success.

.The patient Was carefully prepared for
the operation, and then, with a specially,
constructed instrument the front part of
the diseased eye was removed.
Then a corresponding piece of the rub

Pit's OVI. \vna rpmnvpfl. nlsipprt info flip nosi-

tion formerly occupied by the excised portion,the lid carefully pulled down and the
eye bound so that not .a ray of light could
enter.
About a week afterward an examination

was made of the eye. It presented a naturalappearance, and it was found that a

complete and thorough union had been effectedbetween the original and engrafted
portions of the eye.
The second eye was then prepared for the

operation. An examination showed that a
larger portion of this organ had to be removedthan from the first eye. as the diseasewas deeper. Every particle of the diseasedorgan was removed, and a similar
portion taken from tlie healthy eye of the
animal. Some days must necessarily pass
before it. is known whether sight has been
restored in this instance, hut not a person
who saw the operation doubts for a momentthat success will meet the specialist's
efforts and that the young woman will see.
