Sew Orleans, La., Dee. 28..The Summerlikeweather was the best feature of the

racing here to-day. The fields were of unusuallygenerous proportions, and, better
still, more of an even calibre, but upsets
followed one another too rapidly for the
bettors to find any solace in the results.
More than this, there was an overabun-
dance of rough riding in the fourth event;
It was a bumping match from start to finish,and it goes without saying that sport
of this sort is displeasing to those who find
interest of a sentimental order in the game.
Complaints of O'Leary's riding have been

very frequent of late and his exhibition on

Dalgretti to-day brought a perfect torrent
of protest. It may be that the boy did his
best, but as' it was he had better be orderedhome at once. His work before he
was hurt at Bennings was of a high order,
and the first few races he rode here won
for him unlimited praise, but later developmentshave not been so satisfactory. It
may be that his employers, the Messrs.
Hitchcock, will see the wisdom of a retirement,and order him back to the stable.
A repetition of some of his races here is
sure to get him into trouble.

Loiterer, one of the best of McCafferty's
breadwinners, captured the opening race.
His price, 9 to 5, looked extremely liberal,
and the result proved it to be. as'he made
