This statement was marie last night by
Thomas P. Grady, who is to be the minorityleader of the next Senate. For the
first time in several years iSenator Grady
bad consented to submit to an interview.
At the outset he denied absolutely tbat

there was any truth in the published story
that the Democrats had any intention of
meeting to outline a plan of action in the
legislature.
"But," he continued, "if there is any

as to the course we will pursue it is a

determination to wring from the Gas
Trust cheaper gas- I doin't mean lower
rates. We have already got that. The
Journal struck the right ktey when it declaredthat gas is as costly now as it was
before the bill last year was passed. By
the terms of that measure gas has cost
only $1.15 during the current year. This
is a reduction of 10 cents a thousand, cubic
feet.
"I don't believe there is amy consumer

of gas in this city who has benefited a

penny's worth by this reduction. The cost
Is the same as it always has been. It is
reasonable to assume that when this fact is
made clear to the legislators all will join
hands in perfecting a plan by which a law
Of the State can be enforced.
"It is_an affront to the lawmaking body

of the State to nave irs action liiunneu ny
this trust. Why. under the law of 1S97
the Gas Trust stock bounced up until it
passed the '20O mark. Before that it never
reached 170. This is proof enough that the
people are actually worse off now in the
matter of gas than they were before the
price was reduced."
Senator Grady was asked if he favored

the appointment of a commission to investigatethe Gat Trust.
"Certainly I do." he replied. "T'nless this

Is done there will be 110 use in enacting a

law reducing the price. Meters will registerjust the same under an air pressure as
tinder a gas pressure. It is possible to force
air through the pipes and charge the unitfortunate people for *t."
The Senator was told that the intention

row is to authorize the Governor to appoint
a commission to control the trust.
"That is a good enongh scheme." he said.

"It really makes very little difference who
appoints it. I shall recommend that the
odi provide for a thoroughly representative
commission. One member should represent
labor, another should represent the mercantileinterests, and so pit It should embrace
the most Important fields of business life."

"There should be no limit to its ailtborltvHere are some things the People-want

to know:
"The actual aTo:m't of capital invested,

teg aust what it costs to make a first-class
qnaifty of gas.
"What kind of gas the trust has been

supplying to the people.
"What dividends it has been paying on

its actual investment.
j "How it happens that the value of Consolidatedtins stock goes up as the price

goes down.
"There is only one way to ascertain

these facts. That is by a thorough overhaulingof the books of the trust and the
exposure of the methods Of the trust. If
the trust can pay tS per cent dividend on
the actual amount of capital invested and
furnish 28 candle power gas and charge
only 75 cents a thousand cubic feet, the
people don't want to pay $1.15 for 20
candle power gas."

In Norway and Sweden the union ban!

day aud wages have been raised about three
cents a week. If the delegates get started
off right here there is no telling where they
will stop.

Concerning sleeping accommodations for

servant girls, the union is definite and firm,
Warm, light, well-ventilated rooms, with a

separate bed for each servant girl must be
provided. This will bar anybody living in
a Harlem flat front keeping a. servant girl,
because no self-respecting servant will con-
sent to sieep on tne lee-Dox in tne kitoen
with a union backing her.
In the matter of wages, the union has

little to do. Over in Norway and Sweden
servant girls manage to draw as much as
BO cdnts a week. It is believed that the
union delegates, when they get here and
find out what a power the American ser-,
vant girl is, will either drop dead or hunt
for a Job.

Head of the House Arrested on

Complaint of Central National,
Which Loses $6,250,

David Rothebilds, of No. 140 Central
Park West, was arrested at hiR home
yesterday on a warrant sworn out by the
Central National Bank.
According to the complaint, Rothchild

was the head of the firm of Rothchilds &
Sons, which until recently conducted 11

large clothing business in Cleveland, O.
On May 12, 1897, Rotbchilds visited the
Central National Bank and offered for discounta note signed by the tirin for $5,000,
payable September 12 of that year.
He made a statement, according to the

complaint, that the firm bad liabilities of
about $50,000, but possessed assets of
three times that sum. He also gave the
bank as security about twenty promissory
notes, of sums ranging from one hundred
to three hundred dollars, which tbe bank
says, Mr. Rothchild declared, were secured
by chattle mortgages and were (he notes
of customers. Their total was $0,250.
Among others were notes signed by Harry
Golden, John Emrick, W. fad and a man

named Cook. All with the exception of
Emriek's note were made payable at No.
579 Broadway, the firm's New Yort office.

The bank foiled that Emriek was employedin the Chicago Stoc.k Yards as aj

He did not
know what they were, and said he did not
care, as he knew no one could make him
pay any notes, he having no means. Enirieksaid tnac the o;her men employed by
the firm also were asked to do the same.

But even an increase in profitableness cannot
avail unless the machinery of issue and redemptioni» efficient. AI this point our present law
is positively evil. It limits the amount of oil-
dilation which may txe retired during any one
month, and prohibits reissue for sis months
after retirement. thus actually putting a jr;tmiumcn inelasticity. Even if a bank decides
to expand its circulation, the process can
scarcely lie completed till the special need has
passed. We thus iuive every reason to expect
that, should another crisis us serious as that 01
1898 overtake the nation, we should experience
a monetary famine of equal severity.
The Security of the KtHudnaMl.
Under existing conditions. tiie only wis" and

consistent policy for the United States is the
frank recognition of the fact that the actual
monetary standard is now, and for aontc time
to oome rvili be, gold, and the adoption of
legislation which shall insure the entire stabilityof thai standard, until such time as the
nation may have decided to establish sonic
other.

International bimetallism is at present, and
tor a long time will lie, out of the Question.
In cdnaec; iienm, the precise form which t,h"
question of standards now takes in the United
States is as to whether the currency shall rest,
on a gold basis, or on a.silver or paper basis.
Under existing conditions., the gold standard is,
for the United States the best available. This
being the ease, it is the duty of the tuition to
render that standard as stable as possible.

With respect to the means through which
increased stability for the standard shall be
insured, it is hardly to be doubted that much
would be gained by its explicit definition in
terms oi gold.

Still more important would be the enacting
of such legislation as Shall insnre tliat the task
of maintaining the standard, or, in other
words, of maintaining the eorrrertibility into
gold of other forms of currency, shall be efficientlypea-formed. A1 this point your committee
find themselves in accord with the commonly
teceired opinion that, under normal conditions,
the task in question can most advantageously
be devolved mwm some institution or institutionsof a banking nature. It would doubtless
be well also to find a plats1 for si' rer where it
will cause least trouble, by retiring all notes
under im dollars, and to authorize the Secretaryto retire, at least temporarily,, notes
which haTi> been onoe redbenied..

Tlie Ba nkinx System.
Whatever decisioai may he reached with referenceto the much disputed Quastion as to

whether United States legal tender not.* shtul
continne to hold their place as jiart of the
paper currency of the country, it is certain
that, the maintenance of some system of bank
issues will be indispensable. This sysvcih should,,
without doubt, be under Federal control.
As respects the method to be employed for

attaining this needed increase In elasticity, it is
believed that the really successful one must involveissuing some portion of the circulation
upon ordinary banking assets.

It may, however, prove impossible to secure
legislation of the character described. In such
event the existing system of notes based tat
United Ststej bonds shotild be so amended as
to giTe to it as large a measure of clad icily
as is possible.

In the jndgment of tout committee the mos;
effective as well as the safest expedient for
accomplishing this object is some system of
branch banking similar to those systems in
Togne in Canada. Scotland and other countries.
