WISEACRES STILL
GROWING WISER HERE.

Busy Day Among the Educational Circles
That Hover Round This Big

Centre.

All roads led to University Heights yesterdayfor the scientists visiting the city
to confer with one another on the ologies
they represent. The concentration was at
Schermerhorn Hall of Columbia University,
and many were the meetings held.
The principal gathering was under the

auspices of the American Society of Naturalists,the largest of all of the organiza|tions. In broad deference to the work of
other investigators, it was arranged that
a delegate from each of the sciences should
talk ten minutes. Zoology was exploited
by Professor E. G. Conklin, of the Universityof Pennsylvania; Professor George S.
Huntington, of Columbia, spoke on anatomy;Professor W. T. Porter, of Harvard,
an physiology; Professor Hugo Munsterberg,of Harvard, on psychology; Dr.
Franz Boas, of Columbia, on anthropology;
Professor W. F. Ganong, of Smith College,
on botany, and Professor W. B. Clark, of
Johns Hopkins, on geology. The S'ew
York v State Teachers' Science Association
having joined the forces, the meeting was
begun with a discussion on the advances
mnrip in mpftinild nf tt»ar»hi-n<r

Independent meeting* were held from
morning until late at night. The Society
for Plant Morphology and Phisiology met,
as did the American Folk Lore Society,the American Physiological Society, the
American Morphological Society, the AmericanGeological Society, and the Association
of American Botanists. Nearly all of the
associations banqueted at the Hotel Savoy
at 7 p. m.
There will be several meetings to-day,

but most of the visitors will go sightseeingand will begin leaving the city by this
evening.
