Silver LeaderxSays These Things
at a Reception in Denver,Col.

Denver, Jan. 1G..Colonel William Jennings
Bryan and wife arrived from Lincoln, Neb.,
this morning and were met at the station
by the three chairmen of the silver fusion
parties and Thomas M. Patterson, whose
guests Colonel and Mrs. Bryan will be in
Denver.
At 11 a. in. a public reception was held at

the rooms of the Bimetallic League, at
which about 1,200 people shook hands with
both Mr. and Mrs. Bryan. Colonel Bryan
made an address, ic which he said:
"When they tell me the silver cause is

dead it does not bother me at all. 1 know
it is not so. What ought to die should
(lie. but I know it is not ready to die and
will not. (Applause.) If our opponents
would spend their time in answering the
arguments advaneed by the adherents of
the cause of silver, instead of lamenting
over the funeral of our cause, their time
would be much better employed.
"Our cause lives because it embodies the

hopes, the aspirations and the belief of
our people. It is a strong cause, not becausewe have silver, but because the peopleneed silver.
"The strength of bimetallism is not in

the mountains, but on the prairies; not
among the miners, but among the farmers.
The farmer, the creator of money, realizes
that the gold standard lowers prices withouraising money. The people of the countryrealize that by using the gold standard
they are narrowing the margin between the
Government income and its expenditure,and If the gold standard should once be
established you may set it down that the
date of bankruptcy is not far ahead- To
restore bimetallism is to restore the par tybetween money and property.
