EMU SAUER'S GENIUS
QUICKLY RECOGNIZED.

The Great German Pianist Successful
in Other Cities As Well

as Here.

Emil Saner, the German pianist, who
tuade bis debut at the Metropolitan Opera
House on the 10th inst., lias achieved successin this country more quickly than any
musical artist that has ever come to America.It may ba/that this result has come
about so quickly because of the admirable
newspaper advertising which preceded ids
advent, but Sauer's success as a pianist is
largely due to the Inherent ability possessed
by him as an artist of the first rank.
His debut at the Metropolitan Opera

House was a success; his subsequent appearancesin Boston, Philadelphia and Baltimorehave even been .greater triumphs.
Everywhere he is accorded the greatest
praise by tlie leading newspaper critics,
and the musical public have testified to his
worth by crovvdng tint* auditoriums where
he has appeared.
Sauer's ability as a pianist does not. as

Is so often the case, run in any one particularchannel. He is a master of technique;he possesses the gift of magnetism, and has
the power of a subtle expression; the soul
of the true artist is apparent in every note
he plays. Saner himself says that his
achievements in this country have been
made possible in a large degree by the
splendid^lostrument upon which lie plays.Nearly all great European artists now useAnieiiean pianos exclusively.
Tin coming of Sauer to America was not

in the true meaning of the word an experiment.His marvellous success in all the
great centres of the Old World practicallymade certain that his ability would lie instantlyrecognized here.
Sauer's first appearance in recital tn thiscity will be at Carnegie Hall this evening.
