NO CHANCE NOW FOR
A BIG ARMY BILL.!

Such a Measure, Says Senator James K.
Jones, Could Not Possibly Pass

the Senate.

Washington, Jan. 19..Senator James K.
Jones, of Arkansas, chairman of the NationalDemocratic Committee, in an interviewto-day stated positively that the Hull
bill to reorganize the army could not possiblypass the Senate. Senator Jones says
that no bill reorganizing the army on a
permanent basis has the slightest chance
of passing the Senate at this session, and
It is therefore utterly useless, as Mr. Hull
and his friends know, to send a bill providinga regular army of 100,000 men to
the Senate.
Senator Jones says that he would favor

reorganizatioiv,of the line and staff officers,
but would not vote for a bill permanently
increasing the army.

SECRETARY GAGE
OPPOSES BANK TAX.

He Approves the Hill Coinage Bill
with that SolitaryException.

Washington, Jan. 19. .Secretary Gage, of
the Treasury Department, appeared to-day
before the House Committee on Coinage,
Weights and Measures, to explain his view
on the Hill bill to define and fix the standardof value and regulate coinage. This
is the bill with which the advocates of currencyreform propose to supplement the
Currency bill of the Banking and Currency

the standard of value.
Secretary Gage gave his general approval

to the measure, but took strong exceptions
to Section 17, which proposes to assess onequarterof 1 per cent annually upon the
capital, surplus and undivided profits of
national banks.
The Secretary contrasted the burdens

under which national banks labor compared
with trust companies. He said that nationalbanks were compelled to pay in local
taxation two and one-half times as much
as trust companies and were required to
carry large reserves which trust companies
were not. He did not think it fair that this
additional burden should be placed npou
them.
A. J. Warner, one of the leading double

standard advocates, was invited by the committeeto give his views. He argued against
the establishment of the single gold standard.He protested against the increasing
power of national banks. He declared that
all the authorities upon both sides of the
money question and upon both sides of the
ocean scouted the Idea of basing currency
upon property values.

H. I/Hommedieu, of Islip, L. I., is wooed
through the mail to an extent that he
would not have believed possible.
Mr. iyHommedieu hag never expressed a

desire to remarry. His fair correspondents
are strangers to him. His sole elaim, so

far as he is .aware, to the distinguished
consideration of the other sex is that an

eccentric old friend of his,' Thomas Broadway,who died a year ago, left his entire
fortune to little Miss I/Hommedieu, aged
six.
This fact became known far beyond

Islip, because the Broadway family contestedthe will, in which L'Hommedieti
had been named as executor. It was then
that his morning mail began to assume
swollen proportions. First there came lettersof advice.letters from disinterested
females, assuring dear Mr L'Hommedieu
how much they sympathized with him in
his nobie tight for the rights of his beautifulchild, and how sincerely they hoped he
would smash those other people.
Advice wus quickly followed by propos-

als. And the proposals increased In numberat a terrifying rate.
At first 1/Hommedieu regarded it all as

a joke. He Is a prominent Democratic
politician, formerly Collector of the town,
and he gave his ninny friends ninch amusementby exhibiting some of the letters that
came to hltii from far and near. But by
the time the postmaster had begun to complain.the easy-going executor had become
serious. The proposals frightened him, so
numerous were they, so determined In tone.
It seemed to him that a inighty force might
dwell in such numbers.that some mysteriousinfluence would compel him to marry
in spite of himself. And then his features
assumed a careworn aspect, and it was
noticed that he turned his head furtively
from side to side whenever he took his
walks abroad.
Two of his correspondents have gone so

far as to pay visits to Isllp In order to
present their claims to him In person. He
rejected their hands and hearts, but he felt
that it was a dearly bought victory. Almosthis last remnant of strength had left
him. He is in mortal terror lest some
woman who Is very young and very pretty
should propose to him, for he scarcely
knows how he would act uuder such trying
circumstances.

SAFE CRACKERS
SHOOT TO KILL.

A Policeman Dying from a Wound Receivedin the Battle with the
Burglars.

In a battle with burglars at Somervllle,
X. J.', yesterday morning. Policeman ManningCrow received ft wound from which
he is almost certain to die.

It was about 2:30 o'clock when Crow
was startled by a terrific explosion. He
ran down South street toward the SomervllleBeef Company's store house, and as

he approached he saw a man climbing
through one of the windows. As he reached
the building a man jumped out from
behind it and fired at him. The policeman
returned the fire and the man fled, followedby five shots.
Crow did not realize for a moment that

he had been struck by the burglar's bullet,
but as the robber disappeared in the darknesshe felt a stinging sensation in his left
side. He was not disabled, but ran to the
Central station, and told the night operatorwhat had happened. Theu (he fell
into a chair.
By this time many of the neighbors had

pistol shots. The policeman was carried to
his home, where it was found he had been
Seriously hurt.

Smoke was ppuring from the shattered

had been caused by the burglars drilling
holes in the safe and filling them with
dynamite.
Documents and a little money had been

but an alarm was sent out to neighboring
towns to be on the lookout for them.

Tomas Cervera Dies of a
Broken Heart at the

Cat Show.

HE WAS EVER A HOODOO.

On the Cristobal Colon When She
Was Smashed, on the Maria
Teresa When She Sank.

Cervera Is dead. Not the Spanish Adimiral,but the eat.one of the cats-rfrom the
Cristobal Colon. And with him goes the
chief pride and glory of the Cat Show.
How many cats were rescued from the

wrecked Colon is not known. But if this
cat had been all the cats that were said to
have been saved and each cat had nine
lives, then the lives that were lost when
this cat died yesterday would foot up into
the hundreds. The record, however, of
Toinas Cervera is well authenticated.
Cervera had a life of wild adventure,

even wilder and more adventurous that
usually befalls a cat. Its history for the
purposes of exhibition begins when AdmiralCervera ran the Colon ashore out ol
Santiago Harbor.
The tug Right Arm. of the Merritt-ChapmanWrecking Company, visited the Colon

twenty-six days after the battle, for the
purpose of raising the Spanish cruiser.
The only living thing aboard was a blackand-wlntecat. For nearly a month it had
been the crew and commander of the defeatedflagship.
The crew of the Right Arm took possessionof the cat. adopted it as a mascot and

named it ^Toinas Cervera. But Cervera
"n/uhui 111 nun. w ut'ii meuienani hodsonraised the Maria Teresa the rescued
cat was placed aboard to be brought toAmerica.
The Maria Teresa never reached these

.shores, and when the vessel grounded off
the Bahamas the cat fell into the hands of
the natives. He was rescued the second
time, and at last reached America, a passengeron the United States repair ship Vulcan.
Tomas Cervern was jointly owned bv AssistantSurgeon Thomas, U. S. N., of £»o. 68

Holzinger, of the Vulcan. Ensign Holzinger'shome is in Rosedale, Wyandotte County.Kansas, and the cat was to have been
shipped there at the end of the Cat Show
Saturday.
But When the Cristobal Colon sank Tomas

Cervera, the cat. lost interest in life. Ever
since his capture and rescue he has been
u melancholy cat. and when other cats
went serenading Cervera remained at home
and brooded. He spent long hours gazingpensively at the steam heater in Dr. Thomas'shome and refused to be comforted.
After the signing of the peace treaty the
change became more marked. It was evidentthat he suffered from a broken heart.
At the show the cat was a lion, but not

even the great attention he attracted
moved him from his melancholy. Dr.
Thomas saw his pet yesterday morning.
There was then no change. But in the
afternoon the cat gave a convulsive gasp or
two and clawed wildly at the air.
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Heroic measures were resorted to. Albert
Stadler. the animal trainer, dosed the cat
with salt. He shoved a handful of it down
Cervera's thron'. I)r. Thomas was called
in, but it was all in vain. Cervora stiffened
his legs, dug his elaws deep into his ease
and so died. There were hints of poison-.
Cuban treachery,.but those who knew him
most intimately are satisfied that Cervera
died of a broken heart. /In the death of Tbmas Cervera the cat
show loses one of its chief attractions,
which is evidence that this is not n press
agent's story. And in proof that Cervera
was the original cat rescued from the
Colon his owners will have tiny body stuffed
to be preserved us a matter of historical
interest.
