Josiah .Quiucy, Mayor of Boston, lectured
to a large audience at Cooper Union last
night on "The Free Bath and Gymnasia of
Boston." He said:

"I attribute to the public baths in my
city a tremendous influence on conditions,
sanitary, social and moral. Since the institutionof free baths in the European cities
the improvement worked in these same
points has been remarkable. Here in Americawe are about a hundred years behind
the times in this regard.

, |
"However foreign cities mav differ nth.

erwise from ours, the social life Is every-!
where pretty much the same, and a wide!
foreign experience shows these public bath-;
ing establishments to be beneficial in a!
large degree. j"In England, where the example of the!
old Komans was followed, the first public!
bath was built at Liverpool in 175)4. and!
since thai time the good results shown bythat experiment have induced many cities
to follow the example. A great part of thework of this character has been done -within
the lust half century, so after all, this
country, considering its newness, is not so!far behind.

,"We have reached that stage when we'
are ready to take up the problem, and we
move so rapidly here in the United States
that we may reasonably hope, in view of
our present, start, to be able to show goodresults witbiu the next ten years.

Winter Bathiog Necessary.
"For a few years after our public baths

were firsi introduced in Boston, we remainedwithout any Winter facilities. But
It soon became evident that public bathing*vas quite as necessary at one season as
another, and we have now gone far toward
acting on this knowledge.
"We have accomplished good results of

late, by separating the public administrationof the baths front oilier ilenartmrnts of
the city government. It is. in «iy opinion,
just as necessary, considering.' roe amount
of practical good (lone, to have a departmentof public batb« in every city of the
Union, as to have a department of parks or
highways or of schools.

'"In the European cities to-day it: is the
custom to separate the administration from
other bureaus of public work, ami it has
been found that operations are thus carriedon more economically and satisfactorily.
"In Boston vrc have to-day twenty-threepnblte bathing establishmentsto a population ol about 54<>.-

"These figures prove very conclusivelyto my mind the existence of a public de- jmand for free batlis. This vast number of ibathers is just about treble the number

who made use of the same facilities the jyear before. In the interval we have made r

a great many Improvements in our system, iproviding towels and a greater number of jbathing suits, and establishing shower tbaths in the different bathing houses. f"The people lost no time in taking advantageof their opportunity. The expense |to the city for all this was about $38,000, jpaid mostly in salaries, and the average ]cost of each bath was about 2,cents. <"When we consider tbp incalculable ben- ceflt to the public. Washington, Jan. 23..The Journal's
protest against the seating of Brigham
H. Roberts, the polygamous Congressman-electfrom Utah, has been taken
up by Congress.
Representative Samuel M. Clark, of

the First Iowa District, to-day introducedin the House a bill which providesthat no polygamist shall be a,
Senator or-Representative.
The bill provides that "no person

living in or practising polygamy shall
be eligible to be a member of either
House of Congress of the United.
States, nor shall such person be permittedto hold a seat therein."

It is further provided that the evidenceof polygamy shall be "of whatevernature that establishes the fact."
Another provision makes the act take

immediate effect.
Representative Clark believed that

Congress should not put the matter off
until the next session, but should legislatenow.
The bill was referred to the Committeeon Judiciary, but Mr. Clark intendsto follow its course through legislativechannels and see that it is not

sidetracked.
He believes that the measure, if

enacted, will prevent the possibility ofRepresentative-elect Brigham II. Roberts,the polygamist Mormon, beingseated in the next House, even if foronly a short time.
There is no concealment of the factthat the bill is intended to meet theRoberts issue squarely, and its authorproposes to have a test of the senti-

i.icuL ul me Jtiouse Defore the sessionends.
