Be Declared Common
Carriers.
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TO EXCHANGE BUSINESS,

This Would Place the New
and Cheaper Lines on a Par
'with the Old.

IT WOULD BREAK THE MONOPOLY

For Subscribers Don't Want More Than
One Telephone, and They Want
That to Connect with
Every One.

Every one who uses the telephone is ex-
ceedingly fnterested In the bill to regulate
telephone echarges, which the Merchants
and Mavufidoturers’ Board of Trode of New
York is about to Intpodues In the Legisla-
ture, It i& aalvergally agreed thot the tele-
phone tarllt In New York is oulragecusly
high as compared with that In other clties,
bur there 18 o method of getting abend of
the telephone mongpoly whicli I8 almogt ms
lmportant as the regulbation by the Legisla-|
ture of the rates charged.
| The corporation which controls the i‘l']f"-
| phone situation in Now York has an ex-
| traordiniey monopoly, This sitnation con-
fronts noy company that wounld try to eom-
pete aguinat §t. A& man who should jnstal
In his offlee n telephone Of suine new cor-
portion wonld find that most of the cus-
tosners of that corporation were the small
fey of the business world, and the tele-
| phope wonld not ¢onnect him with guy one
Lol hnpattatieo, Very foew, New Yorkors
| would care to go to the trouble and ex-
| pense of Installing listruments of two dif-
ferent corporations in thelr ofices,

A réemedy that wil do away with thls
feature of the Bell Telephone monopoly hne
been suggested. It s proposed that a law
b pigssedd wlileh wlll place gl telephone
companies In the eategory of common ear-|
riers. Tt Is argued that they righifuily and
| fawfully belong In this clnss, by reason of
the benefits aud cliarters conferrad on thom
by the ypublie, The passage of asueh o liw
or the declaration of soch ‘o prineiple by
the vcourts would Ao more to abolish the
teleplione monopoely  thin any amodgnt of
leglglation ns to tnriffs,
