Being a Teutonic function it was as much

a great instrumental mnsicale as a ball.
With the most musical people in the c.itv
interested, it would be strange if the programmewere not a musical treat. Ernest
Meter led the dance music, and John'
George Fl'ank the promenade music.

The fact that public opinion does not pie-
vent the < production of improper plays in
New York has impelled Senator Grady to
prepare for presentation to the Legislature
a bill creating the office of Censor of PublicAmusements. This official, it is intended.shall eiamine every play that is to
be produced, every song that, is to be snug
and every dance that is to be danced eight
days before the same is done in public,.. 5

dld-ency the censor must within three days
after the application is tiled issue a permit
for its production. If the act offends public
decency the permit is refused. If the theatricalmanager thinks that the censor does}
not know his business be may appeal from
