Sharkey for the world's heavy weight
championship for some time to come, if
ever. Jim Jeffries and Fitzsimmons will,
however, probably meet in the roped arena

between now and June t>. These facts de-
veToped at a meeting at the Bartholdi'
Hotel yesterday afternoon between Martin
Julian, representing the champion of the
world; Tom O'Rourke. manager of Tomj
Sharkey, and "Kid" Eagan, who appears!
for Jim Jeffries.
The meeting was originally called for the

purpose of arranging a fight between Fitzsimmonsand Sharkey, but as the managers
failed to come to an understanding, Eagan.
Jeffries's representative. succeeded in
matching the Californian against Fitz.
Julian, who had come all the way from
Milwaukee to arrange the match, was
more than an hour into in arriving at the
meeting place, being detained by the storm.
After apologizing for his delay. Julian

informed O'Rourke thai Fttzsimmons was
prepared to make a match with Sharkey,
and had delegated him to come here and
arrange the necessary details. The champion'smanager explained that Kite would
agree to meet Sharkey in a contest involvingthe heavy weight championship of;
the world and the largest purse offered by
any responsible athletic club, barring the
Lenox A. of New York and the National
Club of San Francisco. Julian further
srated that Fitz would be prepared to meet
the sailor pugilist within eight weeks after
signing articles.
