the movement of the active stocks in the
market to-day. While many gains were

scored, there were other equally positive
declines. It was a day of specialties, with
the public shifting their Interest with every
whisper that some other stock was likely
to make a bigger advance than the one

which they were then holding. The presentbuying from the outside is mainly
/speculative. Of course, there is constantly
some proportion of legitimate investment
purchases, but most of the buyers at the
moment seem to be interested in making
quick terms rather than holding on to
their stocks permanently. With money
loaning as at present, it is an easy thing
for speculators to obtain all the credit
tliey desire. It really seems that the publicwere resolved to buy stocks as long as

money i& cheap. As there is nothing In
sight at the moment to advance loaning
rates, there seems to be great possibilities
in the market on this basis alone.
The movement to-day of a few of the

speculative favorites demonstrates the dominantInterest in the market to a very large
extent. The declines which occurred from
the prices of the morning were described
as the natural precedent of a holiday. No
one suspects for a moment that holders of
investment stocks would sell their securitiessimply because to-morrow was a holiday.When the demand, however, is almostentirely speculative, it can readily be
understood that the unforeseen event which
might occur when the stock market was
closed would induce timid operators to sell
their stocks. On the other hand, the professionalinterest in the market which is
eonal-.nitlv dlrpctlnv the attention of the
public to their pets, could be easily seeu

lb the decided advances scored in a few of
the specialties.
Tobacco continued to be the shuttlecock

*>£ the market. During the early trading.
It advanced under heavy transactions to
179, which was a gain of 7% points over

yesteiaay's close. Then the speculators
who feared to take ehances over a holiday

fot out of their ^stocks, causing a drop to
71, which is a net loss of % per cent.

Consolidated Gas rose 3% net, on the persistentreport that the gas deal has been
practically settled. The coal stocks jumped
