oillar is a vase of red Verona marble.' .The caps of the columns are of the fineststatuary marble from Mount Altissimo.The cap running on top of the rail alongits entire length, where the com unlcantsjrest their hands, is of yellow Si.aha marble.
The unique feature of the rail is thatbetween the columns there are n-meia of

Venetian mosaic.the finest in the worldeachpanel symbolic. The Venetian mosaicdiffers materially from the Roman mosaic.In the latter the crevices between thepieces of mosaic are filled in with pitste,which makes it look almost like a painting.while the Venetian ntosaic is leftrough, and is in every way more artistic.These mosaics were made by the Von-:nezia-Murano Company, of Venice. Thisfirm decorated the Grand Opera House inParis and the Houses of Parliament inLondon.
The background of the panels is of burnishedgold and the figures are colored.There are twelve panels in all, four ofthem being doors.
The first panel represents St. Ann,mother of the Blessed Virgin, standing andholding the Virgin as a little girl by thehand. The background is a pastoral scene.This is to typify the relation that St.Ann bears to the Christian religion, beUi*the mother of the Mother of Christ.The second panel typifies the Assumption.It represents the Blessed Virgin as she isdescribed in the Apocalypse, chapter xii., (
