Hunimerstciu's Victoria is a playhouse,

neither a music hall nor a theatre, hut com-1
bines the best features of both. It is
erected on the northwest corner ol
Seventh avenue and Forty-second street
The working plans and drawings were
made by Mr. Hammersteiu, and be
lias personally superintended every detail
of its construction since work was begun
November 1 last. A novelty in theatres in
America will be a grand promenade, three
hundred feet long and from twenty to
thirty feet wide, running from the pros
eeuium arch, where orchestra bokes usually
are. on one side, around the hor'Seshoe and
back of the orchestra seats to the pros
eeninm arch on the other side. Smoking
and drinking will be permitted in this prom
rnnue, wuicn win iir.'i ijv piuwuefl nu

settees. divans, etc., for the accommodation
of what are technically known as
""standees," people who purchase general
admission tickets, the price for which is
fifty cents. No smoking or drinking wili
be allowed in the orchestra chairs proper,
a regulation decided upon out of respect
for the ladles who attend.
Back of the tier of mezzanine boxes will

be another spacious promenade, fitted up
most luxuriously with paintings, marble
statuary and lounging places, and will be
known as the mezzanine promenade.

They served
us with two cups of tea.
"When I started t<j drink mine I found

I tried to vomit, but could not.

"I went back to the law office, and after
that I do not remember what happened. I
have a dim recollection of having signed
some papers, and having something put in
my hand.

I did not have it when-I went
down town. As soon as I got home I was

taken with a violent pain in my stomach,
and vomited again and again."
