THE POLICE SAY "SUICIDE."

They Declare That the Brooklyn
/ Saloon Keeper Was in

Despair.
William J. Bennett, the eccentric Brook-;

lyn snloon keeper, who for years declared
that he had been persecuted by mvs-!
terious enemies, and who was found dying1
in his raloon at Willoughby and Pearl:
streets early on Monday morning, died of
poison. This fact was established yesterJayby Coroner's-Physician Hartung, after
tu autopsy. According to the physician,
he evidences of poison were unmistakable,
and it was also made certain that the po'
son was a strong irritant. The police assertthat Bennett committed suicide. Bennett'swife declares that he was murdered
by one of his many enemies. She says lie!
was of a .jovial temperament and one of
the last men in the world to have sought
his own life.
Bennett had left his home at Xo. 1041

Hcndrix street, in the Eastern District, al
5 a. m.. 1o open his saloon as usual. He
was found lying 011 the floor of a small rear
room of the saloon at 7 a. m. by a manj
who cleaned up the place. The cleaner had:
often before found his employer prostrate
on the floor, overcome by drink. Not thinkingthat anything serious was the matter,
he placed Bennett in a chair and went on
about his work. An hour later. William F.
Hill, from whom Bennett had leased the
saloon a year before, and who was anxious
about money due him, called and discovered;
that his debtor was in a bad way. A doctor
was called, but before he arrived Bfnnettj
was dead.

Fliuk of Deadly 1'oison.
By Bennett's side was found a whiskey

flask filled with a milky fluid. This was!
sent by a clerk to Morrisey's drug store, at
Fulton street and Myrtle avenue. Mr. Mor-j
risey put a drop of it 011 his tongue, and at
once experienced a numbness of that organ:
that caused him hastily to rinse his mouth.
There was. he said, a strong odor of poach
pits about the mixture, and from its action
he believed that it was largely composed of1
hydrocyanic acid, or what is familiarly
knon as prussie acid. The effect of this
poison is to produce death as if by aspbyxi-:
ation. and it is not as corrosive as was the!
poison that caused Bennett's death, accordingto Dr. Hartung.
No other poison was found in the saloon,

although Centra1 Detectives Roche
and Belger searched every part of the place
carefully. If Bennett committed suicide,
he must have taken the whole of the poison
he seeured for that purpose. Mrs. Bennett
is not willing to name any one she believes
to be answerable for her husband's death.'
and the theories that Bennett took the
poison before he left home or was forced 10;
take it by some one who overcame him in:
bis saloon is laughed at by tbe police.

Police Say Positively "Sniclcle."
"Bennett had become a sot," said Police;

Captain Dunn, of the Adams stret sta'-,
tion, which is close to Bennett's saloon,
"He had been in a state of collapse for,
some time, and was out of his mind from
delirium. Twice within six months he reportedhere that he had been stabbed bv
a secret assassin, but. we found that the
stabbing in each instance was the result
of a brawl, in which Bennett had made
some barroom loungers drunk, and had
ibused them. He had simply reached the
end of his string, and so he killed himself.That's all there is to it."
It is known that Bennett's pecuniar?

Bffairs had reached such a stage that he
was to have been,dispossessed by his landlordto-day for non-payment of rent, and
that he was deeply in debt to Ilill, from
whom he had purchased the good will of
the saloon, and to many other persons.
He had already removed most of his stock
to his home.

uratelythe cause of death. The funeral

will take place to-morrow.

GIVES UP ITS PEil,

Withdraws Its Support frorr
St. Matthew's Church
After a Disagreement.

Washington,, Feb. 28..The French Em
bassy has sprung a sensation upon Wash
iugton. The pew leased by the Frencl
Government in St. Matthew's Church am
the sum that has been contributed hi* th
Government of France to the exchequer o
that church ever since France lias beei
represented In the Diploma tie Corps ha
been withdrawn.

day the French Embassy, in open acknowl
edgmeut of this, lias leased a pew in St
Paul's Roman Catholic Church.
The trouble between the Embassy peopl

and the rector of St. Matthew's, the Rev

services in memory of the late Presiden
Fan re. of France. This ceremonial, wkic
took place with great pomp on Thursda
last, was attended by the \ 'resident, tb

Lee. and explaining the situation to him df
sired that the opening of the mass bo pos
potted until the arrival of the President.
Father Lee. it is said, refused to liste

to the suggestion, and gave the order fo
the mass to proceed. Thus,- when Pres
(tent .\ici\inioy wanted in ana was snow
to his place in St. Matthew's Church th
mass was virtually over, and because c
his unwitting mistake in regard to th
time the President was greatly and, th
French Embassy declares, unnecessaril
mortified.
