She is likely
to die.

tenements, at Nos. 725), 731 and 733
Fifth street. The blaze started in the
apartments of Mrs. Rosa Berger, on the
ground floor of No. 731. from some uulyaowncause. She says she was awakened
by the smell of smoke. She succeeded in
carrying her children out of the suffocating
rooms to safety.
The fire mn-ead rapidly and reached the

airshaft. The panic stricken inmates of
the three buildings. 200 in number, crowded
the Are escapes, which fortunately proved
large enough. Neighbors cared for the
evicted persons.
The Reichentbals lived on the third floor.

The mother had gone away, leaving the
five-year-old child/ Bella, in the care of
Nathan Reichenthal, the father. Running
to the door he found the hallway Ailed
with smoke. He seized the child and
bore it to the Are escape. In'his fright he
swung the child to and fro and shouted for
the people below to catch the little girl.
He threwr his daughter among them. None
was able to catch her, and she fell to the
ground, injuring her back.

Fifth avenue is to have a splendid playhouseof the music hall order. One of New
York's most prominent theatrical men is
authority for this statement. He told a

Journal reporter yesterday as many of the
details of the enterprise to Invade the fashionablethoroughfare, with the stage as the
promoters of the movement had allowed to
escape. The men identified with the undertaking,he said, were rich enough 10

carry out their designs without reference
to expenditure, aDd none of them had ever

before ^een identified with a t heat real
matter. One of these is Louis Sherry, Ibe
famous caterer, who had associated with
him several widely known citizens. Their
names would not be made public for the
present.
The new theatre, which its promoters

wish to be called a playhouse and not a
music hall, Is to stand at the southwest
corner of Thirty-seventh street and Fifth
avenue, where at present is the former
stand occupied by Sherry. The property is
owned by the Goelet estate, to which the
lease reverted after Sherry moved up the
avenue. Plans have been prepared both for
remodelling the present structure and for
the erection of an entirely new buildftm.
and it has not yet been decided winch wPl
be adopted.

A Tlieatre for Aristocrats.
The business plan upon which the entertainmentsare to be conducted Js new in

this country at least. The theatre is not
to cater to the great unwashed. Indeed,
the idea is to have a clientele made up exclusivelyof the rich and to make the place
attractive to aristocracy. To this end the
prices will be far in excess of those now
charged at the local rlieatrps.sufficiently
high to "freeze out" the ordinary seeker
after entercainment. Just how the vulgar
rich are to be excluded does not appear in
the plans of toe promoters.
The Journal's informant said -that the

manager of the theatre would be Alfred
E. Aarons, who at present receives $15,600
a year as general manager of Koster &
Bial's music hall; that an amicable arrangementwas being made by which Mr.
Aarons was" to be released from his contract.i
When Mr. Sherry wa3 seen last night

by a Journal reporter, just after he had
come from a conference with Mr. Aarons,
he at first denied that he knew anything
of the proposed enterprise, asserting that
he would be one of the last men In the
world to eDgage In such a matter. He finallyadmitted that he was aware of a movementto build a theatre at the point indicated.but said he wanted It understood
that he was not in the deal.

Mr. Sherry Confirm* It.
"I know few of the details," said he. >

"Recently a syndicate was formed, of prominentmen whose names 1 am not at liberty
to repeat, which made overtures to secure
the building I have vacated. As I had surrenderedthe lease I had nothing to do wilh
the building, and I do not -know how far
negotiations have progressed with the
Goelet estate. I was told that a theatrical
enterprise was contemplated and that Mr.
Aarons would probably manage it for the
owners, who are retiring men and do not
care to appear openly as theatric-til managers."

"I have nothing at all to say i>n the matter."said Mr. Aarons when seen later.
When asked If he would deny the story, he
said that lie would rarher not answer ;tuy
(juesuons.

Mr. Aarons is known as the Beau Brumniolof the theatrical world. It is supposial
that this fact has been considered in choosing^liru for the venture in Fifth arena*
where everything Is to be made as pleasiu*
to the eye as possible.
