In Jersey ity there will be two Tepub-
flean ¢andliates in the fleld—former Con-
greseman Thomaes MeEwan, who, repudl-
eted Dy the Republlean leaders, lus ne-
coepted a nomination st the hands of the
dndependents, and & eanidldate to be named
by the muchine a4t & convention to-mor-

row unight. This will probadly’ be-former
Assemmblyman Willlom George Neldon, al-
though former Finanes Commissioner Hen-
Iy rautiean eBml George Perkins, both
senlthy men, have been mentloned. Mr,
Petfiins, who once ran for Meyor against
Orestes  Cleveland, and, afler spending
thousands of dollars was. so it 1s stated,
efeated througl, the treanehery of lis po-
tical spunsors, hns sald he will not ug:

POISON BY INHALATION.

The Drug Was the Light, Bristly
Powder Commonly Called
Cowhage or “Cowitch."”

The members of the Drug Clerks' League
for Shorter Hours are much exclted over
an attempt to Injure thelr secretary, Hd-
ward Thifome, by maeans of a povel Infer
unl machine gent through the malls.

For some time Thimme bas been in re.
ceiptof threatening anonymous letters warn-
Ing lim ty discontinue his efforts to secure
leglglation for the rellef of the overworked
members of the Lengue, He lves and re-
ceives bls mall Bt No, 1241 Third nvenue.
Yesterdny among his letters was a bulky
one—a plaln envelope eddressed lo German
handwritlng, '

He tore open the envelope and found a
folded paper parcel from which hong a
loop of twine. The manner Ih which the
paper was folded sugzested to  Mr.
Themme, wiho is & pharmuacist, that 1t con-
palned a powder of some kind: So he un-
folded the paper with eure. Within It was
o bristly leoking brown powder, very dry
und lght—so lght that a whiff of [‘t -
tered his nostrils ln splte of his care &nd
set hlm to snreezlng.

Thimme's sneezing agltated the parcel
g0 that some of the stuff fell on his hands.
A few minutes later he began to suffer
from oo lotolerable [tehlng of his hnnds,
But the Inflamed, Intepsely red bhiotches
soud Ohanged to whie bilsters. Then the
|gecretary was no longer in doobt. Mg had
been polsonted by cowhage, eommonly call:
el “cowlich,” and was exceedingly thank-
ful that he had Inhiled so small & quantity
of the stuff. .

That Inhinlatlon of the drng was Intended
by the eender was Indleated sehen the par-
cel was thoroughly exumined. To the end
of the loop of twlne which hnug from a
fold of. the pavcel was attached a plerced
copper cent. This was burled In the pow-
der fn sueh & way that a gilght the on the
string’ would have sent the powder fiylng
thromgh the alr

Thimme sent the pareel anll itg contents,
with the envelope which eontnined them,
by & messengor to the Journal office. The
envelope had been malled ln Brooklyn at
1 a. t., March 17. :

The messengor with the parcel was John
F. Nubel, Thlmme's assistant. He fonched
the back of his hmnid with an Infinlteslmal
quantity of the powder by way of experi:
ment. In lesas than a minute, after severe
Iteling, a white bilster wing plalnly vidibie
Severel persons who were pregent when
Nubel apened the }mrw'l eatght whita of
the stuff and plainly felt the irrliatlon 1t
Instantly set up In the throat and nasal
passnges,

The botanleal nume of the diug
Is -mucund pruriens. Tt eonsists of the
hnlrs of the pois of a legomipous twining

lnnt which grows In the West Indles.

e pod Is covered with n thick contlng of
ghort, stilf, britile, brown halrs very sharp
and  barhed, These readlly work their
wiy through the skin and produce acutd
