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AT VAN CORTLANOT

Sporty 18 Hole Course Laid
Out by the City'sProfessional.

There was great a-ctivity displayed yesterdayat Van Cortlandt Park, where
great gangs of workmen are employed
preparing the new nine holes for golfing
purposes, which were staked out by
Thomas Bendelow, the professional golf
expert, who has been employed by the
city to take charge of the new links.
Five of the new ho^es are spread out

over the high hills tQ tie south of the oid
nine hole course, while the other three are
laid out on rolling land to the north of the
present course, bounded toy Grand and
Mosholu avenues and the railroad trhek
and aqueduct. On these three holes alone
a thousand yards are added to the course,
while the six new holes to the south of
the old course gives the public a playing
distance of 1.940 yards more.
Originally, the old -nine hole course -was

2,706 yards long, but by remodelling the old
course to make it conform with the new.
Bendelow has managed to add 264 yards
to It. The full eighteen hole course there;fore will give the golfing public a playing
distance ox 5,800 yards, which will be suf'flcient to occupy their attention, and it is
pretty safe to say that there will not be
many golfers who will hanker after the
second round of the course the same day,
especially when they are merely playing
for exercise. By this means of finishing
the day with one round of the full course
it is believed that fully three hundred
people can use the llhks in the course of a
day.
The new nine holes are much more

sporty than the old nine holes, owing to
the hilly nature of the country. Some of
the hills are very abrupt and the golfer
playing the course will have a fine variety
of golf problem to solve.
Throughout the entire course a sliced ball

will get more severely punished than a

drawer or topped ball. In fact, there are

very few holes where a topped ball Is punishedto any extent.
The golfing public Is indebted to CommissionerMoebus of the Bronx, who,;
