at each other, with a score of men at
once frantically trying to strike each
other, the meeting last night of the Committeeof One Hundred having in charge
tfie $1 Jefferson dinner came to a climax.
The chairman of the meeting was A. J.

Boultor. The meeting was called to order
at S o'clock, at the conclusion of the
meeting of a sub-committee of seven.

Matthew Barr and Richard Cooney wore

appointed sergeants-at-arms, and tbey had
their hands full.
Boulton opened the meeting by stating

that the sub-committee, which announced
on Friday that the dinner was to be one

of AVorkingmen and not of Chicago PlatformDemocrats, was responsible to the
Committee of One Hundred and not to the
public.
"It may be to the interests of some to

turn our dinner into another channel than
originally planned," he said, and at this
there was a chorus of yells that were premonitoryof the cjnming storm.
On the call for the reading of the names

of the full committee, the real uproar began.There were many present who were
not members, and the actual committee,
although entitled "One Hundred," consistedonly of about sixty. Each side was
afraid that the other had "packed" the
hall, and objection after objection was
raised, as the names were called.

At the calling
of some of the names, fierce yells arose,
and several men struck at each other in
anger, but were separated.

Brown.

"I appeal from the decision of the

Chair!" yelled Brown.
"Never mind your appeal!" shouted the

chairman.
T. M. Daly, a labor leader, steped to

the chairman's side and shouted:'
"This is my hall. I paid for it. I've got

you people Just where I want you, and
we're going to run this meeting."
He didn't get any further Just then, for

in a Jiffy, with a general roar of anger,
men rushed at each other and tugged and
struck. ,T. J. Isser made a dive at Daly
and the men clinched. Peacemakers ran in
between the groups of fighters, and the
hall was filled with pushing, struggling
men. The chairman yelled and poundedfiercely with his gavel, but in vain.

When order had been restored, it was
pointed out that Daly, in hiring the hall,had only acted for the committee, and thathe was to be reimbushed, as he was under
th" same circumstances a week ago. Daly,villi a grin, admitted this was the case.
John Hosey made a long report of what

the Committee of Arrangements had decidedupon, and the meu became calm as
he slowly read. When he read:
"We decided to appoint a Committee on

Order and Decorum, but that has not yetbeen done," there was a roar of laughter."But thai ain't a joke," said Hosey.Boulton then called Daly to the chair
and made a personal statement. He recitedthe fact that at the meeting of a
week ago the full committee decided to
have tlic words "Chicago platform" putin the title of the dinner. He then said
that the committee of seven had changedthis, and .divided to call it a dinner of
workingmen 011 account of tlhc advice of
one of Bryan's strongest personal friends.
"lie means John Brisben Walker!" yelledseveral of the men, while James Brown

sprang up and shouted:
"1 object to any man, whether a friend

ot lirvnn <>r not, presuuii'ng to advise our
committee."
At this there were yells of approval, and

Eugene V. Brewster said:
"I am cut of that committee of seven.

On Friday I was told that the other six
had accepted the advice of Mr. Bryan'sfriend, and I acceded to the plan. But I
want to say now that I think it was a
mistake to take out the words 'Chicago
platform.'
"Many who have applied for tickets have

done so under the full belief that it is to
be a Chicago platform dinnen. I fear it
will be a failure unless we recur to the
original plan."
Shouts of approval were mingled with

yells of rage, and Boulton resigned the
chair to Daly.

The Meade, decked with long lines of
Streamers, arrived at the White Star line y
pier at 1:30 p. m. A great crowrf had ^
gathered there, and cheer after cheer went ,,
up as the big transport poked its nose into
the view of those who were waiting on
West street. a
The regimental band played "Auld Lang f

Syne," and women wept and waved hand- [
kerchiefs and flags as the boat was made
fast to the dock and the soldiers swarmed t
to the rail. v
Down the gangplank walked Colonel R. t

W. Leonard, and hands were outstretched
in welcome on every side. Next came the e
dozen horses of the officers, and then the
men filed down to the dock and formed in p
companies in the great enclosed steamer t
shed. d

One Friday for the first time he asked

the clerk to cash a check for him. It was

for .$50, drawn by himself on the First NationalBank of Herkimer. He received the

money without question, and later in the

day was further accommodated with cash
for a similar check for .$40.
He made out a third check on Saturday

morning, this time for .$75.
' I'm going away to-morrow," he said,

"so you may as well take my bill out of
it."
Only .$15 was charged against his name

on the books, so he received $60. Not
long afterward a message came from the
Garfield National Bank to the effect that
the $40 and $50 presented on Friday had
been dishonored by the Herkimer Bank
on the ground that Thoqias W. Grover
had no account there.

When Grosvenor offered
him a check for $100 and asked for cash he
mentioned the story, but so great was the
guest's Indignation, and so prompt was his
challenge that a telegram of inquiry be
sent to Herkimer, that the clerk took the
check and handed out the moneey. He
also sent a telegran, as suggested, but no
answer came till yesterday. It read: "No
account."

A supply of morphine and a hyperdermic

syrings were found in his pockets, in additionto the letter quoted above. He appearedsorry to part with them, and when
nightfall came he begged for the drug in
pitiful tones.

when Groversnor was brought in, said
that Clerk John P. Sifforliu, of the hotel,
told him that Groversnor entertained many
friends at the ,totel and as he appeared to
have considerable baggage was not asked to
settle his bills.
