of ancient knights. He was absolutely honest,
not only with others but with himself. To
hip last moment his soul was stainless. He
was trne to his ideal.true to liis thought, and
what his brain conceived his lips expressed.
He refused to pretend. He knew that to believewithout evidence was impossible to the
sound1 and sane, and that to say you believed
when you did not was possible only to the
hypocrite or coward. He did not belieTe in
the supernatural. He was a natural man and
lired a, natural life. He had no fear of
friends. He cared nothing for the nuesses of
inspired sarages; nothing for the threats or
piomises of the sainted and insane.
He enjoyed this life.the good things of this

world.the clasp and smile of friendship, the
exchange of generous deeds, the reasonable
gratification of the senses.of the wants of
the body and mind.

Rotterdam.
Just before ihe Holland-America steam-;

ship Rotterdam left Boulogno-sur-Mer,
France, for this port on March 17 a powerfulyoung man, whose pale face showed
siens of rpeent illness, walked un the eansr-

way. He was Philip Wolfrom, a promising
young sculptor, of this city, who .had spent
nine years in study in Paris. By his side
walked his sister. Miss Annie Wolfrom.!
who had gone to Paris to nurse her brother!
and bring him home, while the letter's
chum, Seymour Burrelt, followed behind.
Twenty minutes after the ship was

berthed in Hoboken yesterday a closed
carriage rolled away from tne pier and
inside, cursing his keepers, was Philip Wol|from, struggling for freedom, with the light
of insanity in his eyes.
Following in a second carriage was the

stricken man's sister, weeping bitterly.
The two carriages went directly to Bellevrc
Hospital. There the crazed sculptor was
[placed in the insane pavilion, but the docjtors did not remove the straitjacket which
he had worn for hke last four days of the
voyage.
Wolfrom's behavior was not noticeahty

[peculiar till the morning of the second day
out. Ho had not: slept well the night beifore, and at the breakfast table he began
to fashion busts and figures from the bread,

iiifii lie lmugnieu to ue ciay. loo proceeuIing was taken in a ludicrous sense by the
other passengers, and. some of them laughed.
This made the sculptor frantic, and jumpingfrom the table he glared at the passengersand rushed to the .deck.
The insane man was conducted to the

hospital on the promenade deck and 'there,
under restraint, he s^pent the rest of the!
voyage. On last Thursday he became very
violent and attacked his nurse. lie
knocked the nurse-down and then smashed!
one of the heavy port, hole glasses with a
blow of his list. Heip was summoned, the:
man thrown to the floor and a straltjacket
put ori him.

teenth street. He is twenty-nine years1
old. and his relatives believe that he will
ultimately recover his reason. His mind'
was unbalanced through constant study.

Grief and Loss Dethrone

Tillman Puetz's Reasonin Chicago.
Chicago. March 27..Tillm-in S. Puetz. a

sculptor who came to Chicago during the,
World's Fair to seek fame and fortune, isi
au inmate of the Detention Hospital, a

raving maniac. He was takeu there by the
police Friday from his studio, at No. 2001
Wentworth avenue.
Friends of the artist say he is the victim

of a series of misfortunes. The loss of his
savings in a bank failure amounting to
nearly ,$3,000 and the deaih of a brother
are supposed to have unbalanced his reason.The brother, who also lost, through
the failure of 'he bank, became insane and
died in an asylum.
The sculptor first displayed signs of intsanity Friday when lie called Swain

Fagrelius, n blacksmith, whose shop is
near the studio, to help himself to wliateverstatuary he wanted. Fagrelius re;fused.
Puetz then took him to a trunk and

shoved him seventeen .$20 gold pieces.
"Well, take some of these," lie said, "if
you don': want any statuary." Fagrelius
declared he did not want the money, but
Puetz forced some coin Into the blacksmith'spocket. The latter tohl his experienceto the police and detectives came, but
seeing the sculptor at work in his studio
refused to take any action.
When some children passed the studio

stripped of clothing. Tie wap throwing
gold into the stove. For a second time
the police were called.
When a patrol wagon arrived Pu^tz was

in his studio with the doors bolted. Wieldinga club the sculptor smashed pieces of
art which be had consumed months in designing.Everywhere about the floor were
heads, arms and limbs of carved figures
that had adorned the room. When the
officers entered the mad sculptor was
shivering and chattering unintelligibly in
the rear of the room. After considerable
persuasion he consented to dress himself.
Nearly $500 in gold coins were found in the
room, and this the police are taking care of.
Puetz had been working on a statue ot

Liberty, which was to have been exhibited
at the Art Institute. The sculptor has a
brother in Germany arid is said to be of
excellent family.
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HEIRESS BURNED.

She Was Mabel McAdam, a
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Windsor Hotel,

A FORTUNE LEFT TO HER

Pretty; Educated, Refined, She
Had Left Her Chicago Home
for Some Reason Unknown.

The AA'indsor Hotel fire revealed a

strange story regarding Mabel Alice MeAdam,a domestic there, supposed now to

be among those who perished. If she is
alive a small fortune awaits her. Whether
she is dead has not been determined.
Among those who have daily called at

the Morgue seeking the body of a missing
person has been Miss McGee. assistant
housekeeper in the Broadway Central Hotel.She has failed to recognize among the
charred remains the corpse of the person
for whom she looked.. Yesterday she told
the story of Miss McAdam.
A year ago a young woman of apparent

refinement applied for a position at tire
Broadway Central Hotel. She said she had
never done the work of a domestic before.
She gave her name as Mabel Alice MrAdamHer appearance attracted the attentionof Miss McGee and she nas given a

place. Miss McGee says that Miss McAdam
attended to her duties well and became a
favorite among the guests. The young
woman became intimate and confidential

jwth Miss McGee.
Somewhat more than a month ago Mis«
McAdam announced to Miss McGee that
slip intended to visit an aunt in Toronto.
miss aic"joo lives ;it ao. __4 second avenue.
She invited Miss MoAdam to spend a few
[days with her before her departure. For
some reason the young woman changed her
mind and decided that she would not go
to Toronto. Miss McGce then obtained *
position for her at the Windsor Hotel, and
she was working there March 17 when the
fatal fire occurred.
In the succeeding dajs when the laborers

were digging in the debris for bodies no
irace was found of either the effects or the
body of Miss McAdam. Miss Mi-Gee rememberedthat one day Miss McAdam hail
shown her a packet tied about with red
tape, saying:

"'If anything should happen to me. look at
this, which I shall leave with you."'
But the young woman neglected to leave

the packet. As the days went by and it

An answer was returned to Miss McGee

yesterday afternoon from a firm of lawyer*
saying that Miss Mabel Alice McAflam was
the daughter of John McAdam, of Mi-Adam
A Hayes, wnolesale butchers, of Chicago.
The lawyers had been instructed 10 tlud
Miss McAdam and inform her thai she had
fallen heir to $9,000 in bonds besides con
siderabie real estate.
Miss McGeo will visit the lawyer? to-day

and learn all the facts regarding the hi#
tory of the missing young woman. Mis#
Mi-Gee could only surmise from what Miss
McAdam told of her life that she came of
an excellent family, had been reared in
plenty and for some reason had left her
home.
Fragments of three more bodies were recoveredfrom the ruins of the Windsor

Hotel yesterday, making the total number
found twenty-one. On the remains unearthedyesterday there were no marks to

serve as means of identification. With the
exception of a segment, of white underwear
clinging to the last bene? discovered, no

clothing was found.

are to be interred in the Sleepy Hollow
Cemetery at Tarrytown. at the expense n'
