Alhany, X. Y., March 27..Governor
Roosevelt to-night sent to the Legislature
a message recommending the appointment
of a .joint legislative committee to investigatethe subject of taxing public franchises
h'-'d by corporations and to report to the
nest Legislature. In his message lie says:
The tax laws of this State are in an exceed'nglyunsatisfactory condition, and I

do not see how they can be put upon a just
and wise basis save after careful investigationby legislative action.
There la evident in.jnstice in the

light taxation of corporation*.

the outcry against corporations as such or

against prosperous men of business. Most 4
of the great material works by which the
entire country benefits have been due to +
the action of individual men, or of aggre- 4
gates of men, who made money for them-
selves by doing that which was in the in- 4
terest of the people as a whole.
The effort to deprive them of an ample

reward merely means that they will turii
their energies in some other direction, and
the public will be by just so much the
loser. To drive out of a community the
men of means and the men who take
the lead in business enterprises would
probably entail, as one of its first results, C
the starvation of a considerable portion of
the remainder of the population. But
