PATIENTS THRONGED |,
THE BETH ISRAEL.

Sinking Fund Secured for the New Hos-
pital Building and Werk May
Soon Begin,

———

The annual report of the Board of Direct-

ars of the Beth Israel Hospital, at No, 208/

East Breadway, shows that the Httle In-
stitution has been ecrowded to Its mntmost
eapaelty during the year, and thet many
wortlly appllcants have been turned awny
for Jack of reom. 'The hospital Is sitnated
fn the centre of a crowded Jewish quarter
and Jewlsh patlents unturally seck admis-
gion there rather than at the eliy husplmla.

The Board's report glves (he uumbei of
admissions ns 414, There were 1,000 appii-
eatlons, but the limited space 1o the jnstl
tution compelled the mausgement to re-
fuse 208 for lnek of vooin. Of the others,
250 werp found not to be hopsplial cases,
088 were treated o the Alspensary and =ent
hame. All told, 456 pattents were treated,

The dispensnry attached to the hospltal
has glven 30,000 free copeultations and has
dizpensed 88,001 prescriptipns. The jncoine
of the hosplial for the year wns S143581.16
and {the cost of pialntaloing each patient
was RS0 a day.

The putleus of a bullding fund has been
seoured, nnd 1t s proposcd nt the enrliest
possihle date to begin the etectlon of a
new hospital bullding st the corner of Jef-
ferson angd Oberry streets. The new strue-
ture will bLe seven stories [y helght and
will be very spaclous.
