CYCLE TRADE BOOMING.

Manufacturers Satisfied with the Present
Season—DBusiness Now on a
Firm Basis.

Blevele manufacturers are almost a unit
In expressing complete sallsfactlon with
the prenent season from g strictly business
standpoint. Prevalling prices are an in-
ducement to the average rider to abandon
lils old mnehine for 4 mount of the present
year's model., There I8 a steady demnod
from the novitiate class—those who ride
but never owned a wheel—while from the
ranks of the few who have reslsted the
temptation to mnster the nolseiess steed
converts wre belng mnde dally.

To eyele concerns all this is plensing, for
the reason that only a haudful of the more
prominent malers puticlputed ¢ good sen-
son. Since the collapse of the tremendons
boom which bleyele munufactarers enjoyed
for a brief season severnl yoars ngo thore
had been a steady decline, geadual but
erceptible, Ih tlhe businesds. L was due
0 manifold causes. Many who bnd no Ie-
gltimate right to enter the trade conmpeted

ingt the long-founded manulacturers,
They did not prosper, hut nevertheless in.
ured the matiufacturers of standing.
thers of elmilar ilk, cagee @o share fo the
reputed fabulous profiis of those who
made wheels, estnblished a bicyele slle
Jne. Their product was the verlest trash,
‘but buyers were found willlng to pay as
much for ene of the hastlly nssembled
trucks 65 a really high closs machine com-
manded

In the matursl sequence of affalrs thig
fllegitimate competition could not survive,
lon'e by one these fllmsy coucsing have
been going to the wall, either voluntarily
or forced by the pressure of Impatient
‘ereditors. But In thelr destruellin  the
manutacturer of merlit has been confront-
ed with auctlon ailes and barsalo drives
of the machines of the defunct muakers,
and have greatly sulfered thereby.

This year, however, tlie nimasphere has
finaily cleared, Wheels have cheapenesd
In priee during the Interim, but the process
of manufacture has greatly lmproved ns
well, good materinl costs less, The extrn-
meons expenditures formerly made lmpera-
tive by conditions have been gbolished and
the bleyele miker Is able to enleninta pre-
“olsely what his expenses will be and pro-
ceed aceordingly.

This year those firms engaged In the man.
ufacture of bleycles nnd necessories nre of
good standing, condnoted on strong busi-
ness lines and appreciative of the fact thnt
fale competition nnd u[_u-ight el hods  will
In the end redound fo tlicir own henest,
