Seventeen hundred men and fully one
hundred women gathered at the Grand Cen-
tral Palnce lnst night, at the Jefferson dln-
ner glven under the auspices of the work-
fngmen of New York, while scores of spec-
tators filled the two galleries.

William Jennings Bryan was the prin-
elpal guest and speaker of the evenlung.

. There were twenty-four great tables In
all, There were 105 walters and forty-nine
ushers., Cooks had been at work for three
days in preparing the feast.

Cheers for Bryan.

Colonel Bryan arrived at 7:20, and was
received with a great cheer by the ecrowd
assembled outslde of the bulldlog. He en-
tered the dinlng hall, escorted by Alfred J.
Bouiton, chalrman of the Committee of Ar-
rangements.

As Colonel Bryan walked down the hall,
men and women rose to ﬂ!nlr feet angd the
great room rvang and re-echoed with the
storin of welcome,

John Brisben Walker, the presiding of-
fleer of the evening, occupied the centre
of the table, and on Nlis right sat Colonel
Bryan., Then came N. 0, Nelson. the
Rev. Dr. Edward MeGiynn, Charies Fred-
erick Adams, John 8. Crosbhy, Judge Will-
fam J. Gayoof, and Ernest H. Crosbhy. On
the left of Mr. Walker sat Maoyor 8, M,
Jones, of Toledo: O. H, P, Belmont, and
Willinm Temple Emmet.

Dr. MeGlynn arose and offered a brief
hlessing.

“Mnke these men nnd women wise
Mnke thelr work In the Interests of hne
manity effectlve.”

Then Mayor Jones escorted from the gal
lery o the platform Mrs, Charlotie Per
king Stetson, and there was enthusiastic
cheering ns Colone! Bryan gallantly arose,
offered her hls seat and: took one on the
left of the chanlrman fnstead.

At 0 o'clock o pleture of Thomas Jeffer-
son was pluced, amid a borst of cheers, at
the front of the guest table, and then
Chnlrman Walker made a brief cpenlng

Bryan!'' eame from all
over the hall, but Mr. Bryan did not rlise,
and t“e cheering gradually ceased.

The chairman introduced Mayor Jones, of
Toledo, and the applause that greeted bim
was prolonged atd long contlnued. Cleers
frequently interrupted him.
