Church resigned  yesterday. The chureh
property at No, 11 West One Hundred and
Sixteenil street will be sold and the elnrch
will erase to eslst.  The waning stute of
Presbytorianlsm In New York Is the as
cribed cause.

COhambers has preached the Gospel there.

Story of Decline.

“I have Dheen the only pastor Calvary
COhurelhl has ever had,” he sald. “We be-
gan seventeen years o at Ofte Hundred
and Eleventh street and Lexington avenue,
Later we moved to Madison avenue, near
One Hundred and Thirteenth street, aud
in 1800 to our presedt location. The nelgh-
borbhood has changed. The mombers now
live n long distance from the church. Tf we
continuped we should have to move again,
I am older than I used to be. I don't feel
equal to the task.

‘If minisnters can no longer prench
an insplred Bible—inspired, I mean,
in every parngraph—why there s
no need of ministers nt mll, Their
nuthority is gone. ‘hey are lectar-
