Baffinls Bay or the Hodsen's Bay Company's ports In North Amerlea with sledges
tnd bogts, an undertaking Iranght with great perli and with. little prospeoct of
RUCCONS, .

It had been decldsd to commence the desperate retreap on April 5, ‘but the
denth of one of the erew oecadfored delay. On the followlng day Captaln Me-
Clure was walklig niear the ship dlspassing with his first leutenant the subject
of dlgging a grave for their shipimate when they discovered g figure walking rap-
iy toward them, They ar fivst thought it wos a member of their party pursued
Ly o bear, but falled to recogiize hin.

“When within abont 200 vards of us,” wrote Captaln MeClure In his uarra-
five. “this strange fizure threw up his arms and made gesticulations resembling
those usedl by Esquimansz, besides sbouting, st the top of his volee, worids which,
from the wind anid lntense excitoment of the moment, sounded lke n wiid screech.'

“To rosh st hlm and selze bim by the hand syas our first lmpulse, for our hearts
were too Tall for cur tongnes to speak.”

Thus rellef had come to them from the opposite slde of the world, just In tlme
to save, In all probubiiity, the lives of the thirty men, who wonld bave started
next day an a hopeless altempt to reach home with sledges and bonts.

It was oun January T, 1887 that T started across Slberia from a polnt about 200
miles west of Bohrving Siralt, with dispuatches from Captaln Berry, of the Cuited
States ship, Rodgers, to the Secretnry of the Navy, deseribing the total loss of
that vessel by fire, and asking that Tellef be sent to the shipwrecked crew. who
were nll lNvloe In the buts of the ratlve Tchouktebls, upon a diet of ftoxen,
raw, rotten walrng meat. My lustruettons were to make nll baste to srrive at
the nearest telogeaph station and wire a ghort report as soon ns possible. As T sald
hafore, I storted for thig telegraph on the Tth of January. 1 arrlved at Trkoutch on
the Sthof July,

My only companion an this trip was & Cossack named Michnlin, and, as I, at that
time spoke no Hussian and be spoke wothing else, out conversation was limited to
the ahsoltits necesaltios of the gecuslon.
