sne of all, three hundred and twenty feetM long and one hundred and sevonty-flve

high. The rest of the voyage was uneventful.
The Fuerst Bsimarck also had a tempestuouspassage. On last Monday she, too, was

boarded by a wave which went clean over
the promenade dec£ and hit the lofty
bridge. The ship trembled under the impactof water and for a few moments her
speed was apparently lessened. No dam1age, however, was done to the vessel and
none of her passengers suffered. For three
days, however, from March 29 to the morn-
Ing of April 'Z, none ot lier itassengers weve
allowed on deck, and every bulkhead was

kept tightly closed. During this period she
was swept by tremendous seas.
She entered an icefield thirty miles in

extent early on the morning of April 1.
but Captain Albers said he saw but two ice
bergs during the trip and they were smiiil
ones. The icefield was too scattered to
impede the steamer's speed.

"Events may ultimately bring about the

ma aay is yet to come.
"But the days of the machine are numbered.As tyranny always in the end

yields to representative government, so
party affairs cannot long be controlled by
one man, in whom centres the absolute
dictation of policy and action. Leaders
parties must have, but they must be leaderswho are representative of all the interestsof all the party. Their methods
must be honest and their acts must conformto the will of the majority as fairly
expressed at the primaries.

For Honest Primaries.
"The anti-machine movement in which I

have been interested is essentially a move!ment for full, free and fair representation
in Republican party affairs. Out of the
agitation against fraudulent enrolments and
primaries has come the 'honest primaries'
bill, which has just been fovorably reiported at Albany. Should it pass an en
roltnent, 50 per cent of which is fraudu]lent, were an impossibility. Under such a
law, a machine, as it is known to-day
would be unknown. We must put under
the general elections law the enrolments
and primary elections, caucuses and coniventions, and inflict the same severe penalities for their infraction as are inflicted
upon those who perpetrate fraud at the
election. Until this is done the machine
will continue to exist, fraudulent enrolmentswill be held and the party dominatedby unrepresentative elements. If the
bill passes at Albany it will possibly be in
an altered form, but it will still be a step
in the right direction.
"In a word, I see in the situation not

so much the passing of any man or set. of
men, and the rising into power of some
other man or combination of men. as the
beginning of the end of the machine and
machine methods in Republican politics
and the inauguration of the era of representativeparty government."

According to the programme as arranged

by the Cubans, Sanguily was to leave Jacksonvillefor this place with a party of patriots.A tug was then to tow two lighters,loaded with arms and ammunition and
carrying the filibusters, out to the bar,
where they would be met by the tug AlexanderJones, of Wilmington, N. C., with
coal and provisions aboard. Then everythingwas to be transferred to the steamer
Bermuda. The tug Alexander Jones is cap111red thp "Rprrrmdo la of «oo TtrUh^iu

cargo, and the filibusters and their supplies
are in hiding.
The Spanish Vice-Consul at Jacksonville,

Senor Potous, informed the Government
officials there that the expedition was to
leave here last night. The Vesuvius was at
once ordered down the river. When she
turned out of the river she steamed southwardas far as St. Augustine to blind anyCubans who might be on the watch. After
running until out of sight of land sheturned and ran north, and then ran forthis place and waited off the bar.

Toole the Tug: Into Custody.
Soon a tug came along showing signal

lanterns in her rigging, But without any
sidelights. The Vesuvius steamed up andCaptain Pillsbury took her into custody.Nothing was found on her save a largeamount of coal. She had a crew of eighteenmen, all Cubans. Captain Fillsburysent her into port under charge of a mate.Then proceeding seaward the Vesuviuscruised around for several hours. At lasta steamer was seen approaching. The Vesuviushad extinguished all her lights andshe steamed slowly up to the vessel andsuddenly turned the big electric search lighte.ii

to the effect that a protest should be enteredagainst the school and that the Law

Labor Union should unite with the Woodcarvers'Union in bringing about suitable
legislation to abolish the school of instructionin Auburn prison. The resolution was
unanimously adopted.
The Law and Legislation Committee of

the Central Labor Union, which had under
consideration for a week a resolution to appointa committee to investigate the Tax
Department, made its report.
After some discussion the report of the

committee was accepted and the committeewas given power to act further in the
matter and take it before the courts if
necessary.
The Central Labor Union then indorsed

the Forrester bill, which is before the Assembly,providing for a ten-hour work day
on all street railroads.with time for meals.

steam-fitters. That is all that will happen
unless the master steam-fitters put nonunionmen to work. Then it will be a
clean-cut new grievance. Ths Board will
then proceed as it would in any other grievance,and fight it to the end."
At the meeting of the Central Labor

Union yesterday the subject of the strike
was studiously avoided.

the Twenty-fourth Ward, the Bryan League
of Allied Printing Trades and the Bryan
and Sewall Club of the Twenty-fourth AssemblyDistrict and other similar organizations.
E. M. Saunders, of the Twenty-first AssemblyDistrict, was made temporary chairmanof the conference, and 11. S. Egerton,

of the same district, temporary secretary.
This Committee on Constitution and Bylaws,John osey, Jeremiah ealy, Owen J.
Kindelon, Charles Campbell, John T. McKechnle,W. . Walker and H. Alden Spencer,drafted the following declaration or
principles, which was adopted by acclamation:

Recognizing in the present development of
events an ever increasing tendency toward the
concentration of wealth and power in the hands
of the few at the expense of and to the great
detriment of the many, which, unless checked,
threatens to defeat the aspirations of a free and
liberty-loving people, and desiring with all cur
abilities and political strength to resist and destroythis tendency, we hereby adopt and proclaimas our creed of political faith the followingdeclaration of principles:

1. We affirm our allegiance to those great
principles of equality and justice upon which
our Government is founded. We accept and indorsethe declaration that all men are created
equal. * * *

2. We affirm our allegiance to the principles
adopted by the National Democratic Convention
of 1806. and enuunclated in the Chicago platform,and declare them to be the true Democraticdoctrine, to be so recognized until another
regularly constituted National Convention of the
party shall amend or alter them.

3. We believe that the sources
of wealth which are natural or
spring from population centring
in one place, belong to the
whole people and should not be
held as instruments of private
fain or profit. We, therefore,
avor not only municipal ownershipof all public franchises, hut
their actual operation and managementby the municipal government.
4. We believe in preserving Inviolate the Con

stitution of the United States, which guaranc
tees to every citizen the rights of civil and religiousliberty, and denounce all contaminations
which seek to abridge those rights as enemies
of the Constitution.

0. we telieye that tte laws of our country
should he administered with perfect impartialityto the rich and poor alike, and do not sanctionthe enactment of any law which grants
special privileges to any class or body of men.

0. We believe in the sovereignty of the people
and in their right to criticise and protest
against vicious legislation and unwarranted
usurpation of power by any branch of our Government,and, under the Constitution to seek
relief at the polls.

(1. We have no sympathy with any organizationthe purpose of which is to advance the
personal ambition of any man or citizen at the
expense of the common cause. We seek the
consolidation or confederation of all our forces
to Insure success. With the determination to
make these belfefs and prinicples vital and
enduring we hereby Institute and establish
this, the Progressive Democratic League, of
New York City, which shall be constituted and
organized as a delegated, representative league
or confederation of associations which mutually
accept and indorse the foregoing platform of
principles, all such organizations to be entitledto representation according to numerical
strength, and subject to taxation for the supportof the league according to their representationas provided by the constitution, bylaws,
rules, regulations or other organic law of the
league as now in force or as may be hereafter
adopted by it.
