Seawankakn Cup, vhiek was brought here
last Summer by G. Herrlck Duggan, the
clever sailor and designer of the Glencairn.
Not only are the builders and designers

around here hard at work, but word is re-

ceived from all the various yachting re- I
sorts throughout Canada that boats are beingdesigned and prepared for a similar
purpose, and it may be expected that quite
a fleet will gather during the months of
June and July, when the trial races will
take place here.
G. Herrick Duggan is the busy man. He

is simply overwhelmed with orders for designs,and has been compelled to refuse
many. Though it is not known, he has
been at work during the last four months,
and as the result he has three boats fin-
ished and two others almost finished.
Among his boats there are those for the
following people, who are nearly all representativesof syndicates: Captain G. A. S.
Hamilton, Shirley Davidson, son of the
Judge of that name; A. F. Riddell, vicecommodoreof the Royal St. Lawrence; W.
A. C. Hamilton, ex-vice-commodore, and
Duggan and Shearwood, the two men who
sailed Glencairn.
Among the other are: One built and designedby Rev. Mr. Kittson, the sailing

parson of St. John's; two built by Maybee,
of Longetiil, owners not yet known.
In addition to these it is announced front

Toronto that Cuthbert is building one for
J. B. Abbott, of this city, and then Kingstonand Halifax are also building one or
more, while Toronto will have quite a numberwho will hold preliminary trial races
of their own for a hundred dollar prize
