Joseph's Ohurch, praylog with Mackin,
and Rev. B. A. Meury with Genx.

Mackin was aleo visited by his mother,
brother, aunt and little son, Harry. Mrs.
Mackin wept much during the Interview
with her son. Little Harry, who visits
hls father dally, played with the members
of the death wateh while his grandmother
was weeplng upon his fnther's shouider,
Muckin's father was expected at the jail
yesterdny afternoon, but will now prob-
ably not ecall upon his son untll to-night.
Sherif Heller has lssued orders that via-
Horg be allowed to remaln with both the
condemned men untl] 10 o'clock to-night.
Then every one except the death watch
aud the spiritual advisers will be excluded

from “Murderers' Row."
