Deputy Surveyor Dowling
Said to Have Acted

Insultingly.
WOMAN MAKESCOMPLAINl

Declares She Was Called ar
' Old Timer " Who "Needed

Sharp Watching."
Collector Kilbreth has had under considerationfor several days a complaint against

Deputy Surveyor D. E. Dowling.
The complainant is Mrs. L. C. Holden, a

trim, bright-eyed little woman, whose businessis conducting parties of ladies through
Europe, and supervising the furnishing and
ornamentation of their homes. Her character
is of the highest, and her relations are very
intimate with some of the wealthiest families
in the country. She has, for example, been
engaged by the L. Z. Leiters to accompany
some of them to Europe on the steamship
Majestic on June 2. She is closely associated
with the family of E. C. Benedict, the
wealthy banker of this city and persona]
friend of Grover Cleveland.
On Jan. 30 Mrs. Holden went to Europe, accompanying^Miss Alice Green, of Orange,

N. J., who is a personal friend of Miss Helen
Benedict. Her trip was for the purpose oi
putting in order the Paris home of Miss
Green, and there were freighted across the
ocean sixty cases of furniture, silverware,
linen and other articles. Among the goods
was a lot of wall paper that had been purchasedfrom the importing firm of Butler,
Schultz & Dowling, of this city.

Brought Some Bnels.
It was found that there was considerably

more wall paper than could be used and il
was decided that Mrs. Holden should, on het
return to New York, bring back with hei
the untouched rolls. She reached this city
on Saturday, the 10th, by the Normandie,
having returned to put in order the Indian
Harbor home of Mr. Benedict, and her baggagewas inspected by Customs Officer WilliamTravis. He passed her baggage wlthoul
nuoe.tlnn until V, a namn tn tho hnv nf wall

Mrs. Holden explained how it had happened
