She Was Ready to Swear the
Court Used "By Heavens"

in His Ruling.
LOYALLY DEFENDS HER HUSBAND.

Lawyer's Student Wife Thanks the Justicefor His Kind Wishes, and

Hopes Her Huband Will
Make a Better Judge.

The Secortd Appellate Division of the Su- I
prerae Court has refused to summon Justice
of the Peace John McKlnney, of the Flat-
bush Civil Court, before It, for punishment
for alleged misdeeds while on the bench.
The provocation for an appeal to the SupremeCourt for his punishment was the

fact that he has incurred the enmity of 3
Lawyir William H. Hale, who. with his ]
wife, Mrs. Louisa G. Hale, conduct a law j
office at their residence. No. 40 First place, t

Brooklyn.
Mr. Hale has made himself prominent in j

both New York and Brooklyn. He sought
the impeachment of Police Justice Patrick y

Divver and the removal of Sheriff Tamsen,
of New York, because of the escape of cer-;
tain prisoners front Ludlow Street Jail.
Mr. Hale was in the Flatbush Court about,

two weeks ago as a defendant. He was

charged by Jesse Schenck as assignee of
Chancellor T. Hazleton, administrator of
the late William Hazleton, with collecting
certain chattels for the estate, which he
failed to turn over.

Mr. Hale questioned the jurisdiction of
the Court and raised a score of technical
objections preliminary to trial, and then
demanded a jury trial. This was refused,
and Lawyer Hale was very much put out.
He threatened to hold the Justice personallyresponsible if he adjourned the trial,
then left the court room. The case was 3

adjourned 011 mojion of the plaintiff in
view of the situation. 0
Then Mr. Hale appealed to the appellate

division of the Supreme Court, setting up f

the case on his own motion. He claimed Is
the Justice had adjourned the ease to
"harass and ahnoy him."
The Appellate Court held that the Justicehad lost jurisdiction, but had done

nothing for which he should be punished. ^
On the adjourned day, .Wednesday, Mrs.

Hale responded for her husband. She
served Justice McKinney with an uncertifiedcopy of the opinion of the appellate 1

AMONG BOARDERS.

They Found the Landlady's
Child, Who Was Kept

in Concealment,

FOSTER MOTHER GOT HER.

Mrs. Carr Gave Up Her Daughter
Six Years Ago, but Returned

and Took Her by Stealth.

Clara G. Kelly, a little girl of nine,
whose mother took her from a school in
Brockton, Mass., six weeks ago, has been
returned, by order of the Brooklyn courts,
to her foster parents. The little girl did
not want to go, and only when promises
were made that she would be allowed to
see her mother frequently could she be inducedto part with her.
Clara, when an infant, was left with the

family of Elisha T. Kelly, in Brockton, by
her mother, who was then a Mrs. Jessie
Carr. The Kellys became very much attachedto the little one, and when her
mother returned to Brockton a few weeks
mrer rney gave uer me ciiuice ui tiuiu^

Clara away or leaving her forever. Mrs.
Carr hesitated, but finally decided to let
Clara remain with the man and woman

who had cared for her. Mr. Kelly then
obtained a certificate of adoption from the
Probate Court of Massachusetts. Mrs.
Carr disappeared and the Brockton people
did not hear from her for years.
In the meantime Clara grew up, a bright

and pretty child, with a decided bent for
music. This talent her foster parents encouragedand developed under tra'ned
teachers. The child was sent' to a school
on Grove street.
A woman who was a stranger in Brocktonvisited the school six weeks ago. She

was allowed to speak to Clara, who went

away with her. That night the child did
not go home, and in a few hours the town
was alarmed over the news that she had
disappeared.
Clara had been a general favorite, and

the case became one of public interest.
Two Brockton detectives were placed on the
case. They found a New England town in
which Mrs.. Carr was known, and learned
there that she had spent much time in
Canada, and was a devout Catholic. Assumingthat she might have placed
little one in a Canadian convent they visitedseveral, but got no trace of the child.
Finally word reached the detectives that

Mrs. Carr was keeping a fashionable boarding-houseIn Brooklyn. They hurried to
Brooklyn and went to live In the house.
Mrs. Carr, it is said, was very careful

of the child, who was kept away from the
boarders. The detectives were in the house
a week before they were sure that she
was there. Then they telegraphed to
Brockton and Mrs. Kelly arrived in Brooklynwith the Brockton Chief of Police on

Thursday. Application was made late in
the afternoon for a writ of habeas corpus,
which was granted by Justice Maddox In
the Supreme Court. Armed with this the
party went to the home of Mrs. Carr. The
lawyer in the case refuses to give the address.
Mrs. Carr became greatly excited when

she saw her visitors. She called to the littleone, who was in a room adjoining the
parlor. "Clara, lock that door!"
The police heard the key turn in the

lock, and the child inside crying. The
mother, when the court order was shown
her. stood before the door and said she
would die before she would surrender the
little one. She was pacified after a while
and asked permission to consult a neighbor.Ho advised her to give Clara up, and
she tearfully consented. The little one,
however, did not want to go.
"I have fo»jnd ray real mamma, and I want

to stay with her," she cried. She said also
that she wanted to visit the Wild West
Show, and would not do so if she went to
Brockton.
Mrs. Kelly promised that she would allow

Mrs. Carr to see Clara frequently and
would bring her to Brooklyn to see her
wothoe oororq flmoa ft xraft T» Then ttlA lit-

tie one kissed her mother and went away
with Mrs. Kelly.
When they arrived in Brockton a crowd

was in waiting and cheered the child all the
way home.

DICKEY'S ORDER MODIFIED

Mavor Gleason St'll Has Hopes of Saving
Hi< Municipal Bills Now Before

the Legislature.
The injunction granted by Supreme Court

Justice Dickey preventing Mayor Gleason
and the Long Island City Board of Aldermenfrom holding public hearings upon legislativemeasures had to be modified yesterday.Corporation Counsel Burke, of Long
Island City, discovered that the order was

so worded that it was impossible to readvertlsefor a hearing on the bills.
Mayor Gleason was out of town yesterday.It is understood that the hearing will

be held in the City Hall Tuesday night.
It is believed the Mayor is in Albany, tryingto find some way to save his bills.
The decision of Justice Dickey to the effectthat Gleason was not Mayor of the

city while outside of its boundary lines
caused the presence of William Smith, Presidentof the Board of Aldermen, in the City
Hall most of the day. Alderman Smith did
not attempt to enter the Mayor's office and
occupy the chair used by Gleason. He
spent most of his time in the City Treasurer'soffice.

BEACHES WILL BE CLEAN.

Colonel Waring Says He Will Cease Garbage
Dumping at Sea.

The residents of Long Beach have been
complaining for a long time on account of
the dumping of garbage outside of Long
Beach and Rockaway Beach by the New
York City Street Cleaning scows.

WARSZMIAK IS
HIS OWN LAWYER.

Jewish Missionary Handles
His Defence with

Great Energy.
HE CHARGES CONSPIRACY.

Committee of the Fifth Avenue
Presbyterian Church Holds

Close Session.

Herman Warszawiak was placed on trial
before of the Committee of Sessions of the
Fifth Avenue Presbyterian Church last
night. The charges of misbehavior against
him grew out of the recent scandal in connectionwith the American Mission to the
Jews, of which he has been for a considerabletime superintendent. Rev. Dr. John
Hall, who was a stanch champion of the
accused for some time after the controversybegan before the presbytery, but who
lately withdrew his favor, presided as moderator.Several detectives who shadowed
Warszawiak from February 1 to March
15 testified to having seen him enter a

gambling house at Weehawken, where he
played roulette and also bought pools on

the races. Anthony Comstock, to whom
"Warszawiak is said to have made a confession,was called out of town, and will
not testify until Monday evening, to which
time the session, after a most exciting
evening, adjourned.
Warszawiak conducted his own defence

and put the witnesses against him through
a rigid cross-examination. He is handling
his case with great energy and ability, and
vehemently asserts his innocence of the
charges brought against him, and declares
them to be the result of a conspiracy
among certain Presbyterian ministers to
ruin him.
Warszawiak's case has attracted wide interestin religious circles, particularly

among persons of the Presbyterian and
Hebrew faith. The final outcome of the
trial is awaited with great anxiety. It
is held behind closed doors and the session
last night lasted until a late hour.
Matters are now more than ever complicated,as leading Hebrew citizens have

taken up the defence and declared that
reflections had been cast on their race by
me i resuyiery, una in oruer 10 disprove
any such intention a meeting of the ministerswas held on December 28 and resolutionswere passed disclaiming any such
thought and regretting that such an idea
had gone abroad. On .January 11 the Presbyteryvnted to rescind its action of December14, when it was agreed not to receiveWarszawiak, and referred the whole
matter to the session of the Fifth Avenue
Presbyterian Church, of which the applicantwas a member in good standing. It
was about this time that the charges
affecting the character of Warszawiak
were filed with the Session Committee.
In speaking of his alleged confession,

Warszawiak said:
"I never made any confession to the

authorities of the New York City Mission
nor to anybody else, and I never was
examined by that body for wrongdoing.
I never was asked by the authorities of
the Mission whether on certain days I
visited certain houses of ill repute, and
never was shown photographs which picturedme entering such places. The story
was made up of whole cloth and was circulatedby my enemies."

END O.F THE LOCKOUT.
All Members of the Enterorise Steamfitters'

Association Will Report for Duty
To-day as Usual.

The lockout of the steamfltters was declaredat an end yesterday, and all the
men belonging to the Enterprise Associationof Steamfltters will report for work
to-day.
An agreement between the Enterprise Associationand the Master Steam and Hot

Water Fitters' Association was signed by
representatives of both associations, which
goes into effect at once and lasts until
August 1, 1899. The men will return to
work at their present wages, $3.50 a day
for eight hours, and on and after March 1
next will be paid 25 cents a day more. The
demand for the privilege of cutting pipes
of 1*4 inches and under in diameter by
hand at the .iobs instead of by machinery
at the shops was waived by the men.
In all these arrangements the Progress

Association of Steamfltters' Helpers, the
members of which were also locked out,
are now left in the cold.
A delegation from the fitters, before a

settlement was reached, attended a meetingof the helpers and asked them to with-
uia» iucu x ut* uci|jci» wujru ecu
and a turbulent scene followed. The Utters
then, after several more conferences, settledwith the employers and left the helpersto fight their own battles.
The view taken by the fitters was not

shared by the Board of Walking Delegates,
which held a stormy meeting late in the
afternoon. Representatives of the helpers
declared they had not been fairly treated
and the Board sided with them. It was
agreed that the Board should stand by the
helpers, even though the fitters left them
to fight their own battles, and will order
strikes when necessary on behalf of the
helpers until they come to an agreement
with the employers, strikes are still on
at the seboolhouses on East Eighty-seventn
and East Eighty-eighth streets and several
other buildings.
The Board of Walking Delegates has appointeda special committee to look after

the troubles of the helpers. It is not expectedto take any decisive action until
Monday, when the Board will have a
meeting.
