District-Attorney's Office Is Pro-
ceeding Actively Against the
Discretionary Pool.

OTHER ARRESTS FOLLO// TO-DAY
At Last a Victim Has Been Found
Willing to Come Forward, with
Affidavits Against the Men
Who Got the Maney.

Two of the five men connected with the
w5 8, Dean discretlopary pool,” for whom
Maglstrate Brann Issued warrants Iast
Monday, were arrested yesterday morning

by detective sergennts atiached to (he
District-Attorney’s office. They wera Al-
bert Goslin, allys Arthur Goslin, allns!J.

Taleott, allas Donald Bevln, and Samuel
Keller.

Myron L. Berpard and Jacob Lamberg
will, in all likelihgod, be arrested some
time to-day, Gerold M. Dberman, the
fifth member of the gang Tor whom' a
warrant Is out, 158 sald to bave left the
Btate snd the 'pollce hiave oot much bope
of eatching him.

Detective Sergeant COuff, of the District-
Attorney's office, arresied Goslin as he
gfepped off a boat at Fulion Ferry, en
route from His home in Brooklyo to hls
office In Willlam sireet. Detective Ser-
gennt MeNaught Jater in the morning ar-
rested Keller at the offices of his legal
adviser, Abraliam ' Levy, in the Pulltzer
Building.

Bath men were taken directly to the
Criminal Court Bulldlug, and affer a short
delsy, Incident to thelr summoning of
cotinse] and bondsmen, were arraigned be-

fore Mnglstrate DBrunn, sltting in the
Centre Strect Pollce Court.
Counsellor Abraham Levy appeared for

Goslln and former Assistant Corporntion
Counge! Bweetser ripresented Keller.
Specifle Charge Is Grand Larceny.
' The arrest of the men had been made
upon warrants sworn out by Albert .
Keémnp, of Fighklll Landing, Dutehess Coin-
1y, and Dr. O, D. K. Strong, o homeapathle
physielan, of the snme place. Idr. Strang
{8 an old man of seventy-fve, o highly
regpected cltizen, who dealt with the B,
8 Dean firm in good falth. Kemp ls =
the employ of a sireet car MHop running
from Plshkill Landing to Matteawan. e
la galid to hove formerly acted as agent fot
tlie 10. 8, Dedan and affillated companies In
ikl apd vielnity.

The warrants charge Goslln, Keller, Lam-
berz, Eberman and Bernard with grand
larceny,  the direct allegailon being fhat
thay agcepted $706 from Kemp after thoy
knew thot B, 8. Dean & Co. were bunk-
rupt. Dr. Btrong's allegations of money
misnppropriated  brings the smount up to
$1.200.
