He Lost a Race, Though on

1 Far the Best Horse in
the Field,

SLY FOX WAS BEATEN.

'Star of the New Orleans TwoYear-OldsDowned by
Moneyspinner.

CAPTAIN T.'S RACING IS OVER.

Daly's Old War Horse Hopelessly
Broken Down.Sherrer's Work on

the Winner, Parmesan, Displayed
His Jockeyship at Its Best

Tony Hamilton's ears must have tingled
yesterday afternoon after he bad failed to
land the favorite, Leedsvllle. first past the
post in the fourth race, at Aqueduct. They
must have still been tingling on his homewardtrip, and even during the evening, for
never during a career, which has evoked
an unusual amount of both laudation and
harsh criticism,,has his riding been more
condemned. Nor were the grumblers to
be blamed, for it is enough to make backersweep to see a fashionable jockey fail
to win with far the best horse in the race.
The defeat of Leedsville bv Parmesan

prevented the pulling off of a comfortable
"double event" from Jack Joyner's stable.
Petrel, carrying much money for Mr. Gideon'sand the stable following, had won at
a nice price, and the same coterie went
for the gloves on Leedsville. The stable
jockey, H. Martin, is still hore de combat,
and so the services of an outside jockey had
to be retained. Hamilton was selected, but
it will probably be a long time before he
gets the chance to don the "dark blue"
ngain. He had ridden Premier badly
enough in all conscience in .the second race,
but even that muddling performance was
artistic compared to the way he took Leedsvilleback out of his race and then, bringinghim wide into the stretch, let him
swerve all over the track. That swerve
Incidentally cost Knight, of the Garter his
last chance of winning, as it cut him right
off and threw him out of his stride.

Winners Well Fancied.
Actual favorites fared none too well yes-,

terday, but in each and every case the
winner was well backed. The crowd was
extraordinarily light, considering the perfectweather.

The' first race saw the overthrow of a
public idol. Frank Regan started Sly Fox,
the Walden bred two-year-old, by Silver
Fox, out of Asteria, which was considered
the best colt at New Orleans. That Regan
thinks much of him is evidenced by the,
fact that he refused $5,000 for hint. "Rob"
Walden had sold Money Spinner to W.
Lakeland for $1,500, and told Regan 011
Tuesday evening that the filly would beat
his colt, but this did not prevent Regan
and many others backing Sly Fox at odds
on. Those who had seen him race at New
Orleans said, in fact, that 1 to 10 would
have been a good price against him. Money
Spinner was rather cranky going to the
post and got away .last', but oface fin motionshe.raced? as usual,* like a tnachine.
Sly Fox, on the other hand, evidently did
not like the sharp turn, being a big, longleggedfellow, more matured than most of
the two-year-olds hereabouts, and Sims,
finishing in his best style, landed Money
Spinner first by half a length. Bill Daly
started a green youngster, Sensation, who
showed a lot of speed, being beaten only a
head for the place.

Captain T.'s Cast Race.
Daly's old bread winner, Captain T.,

tjroke down hopelessly in the nigh foreleg
in the second raoe and was pulled up by
the furlong pole. Petrel ran a very game
race, coming again under punishment and
beating Premier a head.
Shorter was seen at his best on Parmesan.He showed that he has excellent

hands and capital judgment. His riding
was, in fact, as good as Hamilton's was
bad, and -won the race for the worse horse
of the pair. If the colts were to meet
again under the same conditions to-morrow
nine out of every ten who saw the race
