“0Oh, yes we do!” sild R. D. Holt, a
fornigr Maryor of Liverpool, as he ant In the
lobby of the Wildorf sésterday evening.
“Why, what on earth gave rise to that
idea’t It is absurd, you know—simply ab-
surd!

Alr. Holt Is the man who, [n 1808, after a
bitterly contested slectlon, earried the tra-
ditlotnl Tory strotghold of Flverpool for
the Gladdtonian party, of whish he |8 one
of thé mosi lnfluentinl provinelal adherents.
Il was strictly a mubleipal event, yet the
news of (t rang all over the Unlted King-
tom becanse of ita vivid relationship to the
politles of the nntion,
