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POTTER WUNT SAY MUCH.

L. A W. President Prafers to Wait. for De-
tails of the Missouri Bicycle
Bill Case.

Considerable comment was made yester-
day In cyellng cireles regarding the bilef
dispateh from 8t. Louls gtatlng that the
Court of Appenls of that State had re-
versed the much-discussed declslon of a
lower Mlssouri court, whick not Jong slace
declded that bi(rciu‘s were baggege and
would have to be consldered as such by the
rillronds. *

When asked to express an opinlon on this
unexpected deelsion, Presldent Potter, of
the L, A, W., said:

“I would prefer to say Mttie regardiog
the declsion of the Court of Appeals unthl
I learn thore folly about the case. 1 do
not sie bDow the firsy decision regarding
bicycles as baggage cau be reversed on it
merits, and It j& mote llEely that' It hds
been done on techunicil grounds, which may
not snd o n reconsideration of the cnsc,
Euecl State has separate ralleog laws, and,
of course, this gives room for differences of
opinfon. Nevertheless, 1 am certain that
the time will come when every rallroad in
the United States will carry bleyeles as
baggage without charge of any serr.'’

“According to the new constitutlon and
biy-lows adopted by the L. A. W, Consulate
of New York Qity Wednesduy nlght, every
member of the League In thig efty Is now
& member of the Consulite, which, howe
ever, will be governad by a board of con-
suls, appointed by the chlpf consnl of the
New York divislon. This board will con-
stst of thirty-elght members, or s many
more as the chlef consul may see it to
appolut, thls number to be regulated by
the Increase in Jeague membership. Of
course, this board will control the destl-
nleg of the Conswiate, and the (ndlvidunl
member will not haove nu{ vote In the pro-
ceedings, though he will have the. privi-
lege of appearing at any of the bonrd meet-
Ings whenever he has something to suggest
or advise, It has been found Impossibla
to conduct busiess ut o' general meeling
where many of those present gre unfamil-
lar with parlimentary law, and the future
plan of government will be found more
expelitipus nnd satisfactory.

Eromlnent part In the defeat of Sterling
lliott for re-election. In speaking of the
present conditlon of affairs In Massachu-
setts, Mr. Willlims Evnsterdn,r sald: "It is
true that the Bay State divislon has been
somewbut disturbed uurtng the past few
months, but everyt I8 ngaln becoming
sefpled, though the defested ones declined
for some tline to accept the Inevitable.
