Haywood entered the clnss of '07 In the
Unlversity of North Caralina at the age of
glxteen, and during hls sophomors year
oame into prominence as the left bhalf-back
af his class foothall eleven. Tn 1805 he was
substitute half-back on the varsity, hut In
'98 he became a star-back, taking hils posl-
tlon at left half and making many phe-
nomenal runs during the sesson,

8, when he mnde Iy record, was his first
contest agninst time, 8s bils speed had only
been nutleed on the athietle fleld In ths
football games.

HOT WATER.

The Denizens of Boise
City, Idaho, Are
Now Revelling
in IL.

Nature now supplies the Inhabitpnts of
Bolse Oity, Idabo, with hot water, and
therdby helps them materlnlly to De clean
and healthy.

The liot water comes to the surfaes of

(the plain at the base of the mountaing two

utiles . nbove the city and rises throngh a
sandstone nnd porous eruptlve formation,

Beven yeare ago capltalists ‘sanle throe
slx-Ineh tubes 4006 feet, obtaltilng a steady
flaw under & strong subtercanenan pressure
of about 1,800,000 gnllons dnily. The wells
are ¢connected with mains, by which the hot
water 16 led to the elty, and to which ser-
viee plpes are connected leading the woter
Into the bullding, where It Is made to pass
throngh the colls simling to steam heaters;

The tatiural pressure lnthe elty Iz forty
ponuds per gqoare Iinech, and the heay Is
regniated by waste cocks, Increase of fow
Inerensing heat. Rates are charged on the
basls of the slze of waste, and are but 11t
tle higher than coal

Two lurge schools, thres banks, nearly all
Inrge bulldings, an Immense natatorium
and many Gwelllngs vse it exclusively for
heating. No pumplog Is necessary.

The water leaves tlie wells at 170 degrees
and loses only five degrees travelllng two
miles, as the malns gre substantially non-
conductors of bLeat. Elghteen large' school
rooms are heated with a waste plpe of
three-foarths of an Inch dlameter,

A promislog well 1s now belng drlven one
mlle from the clty, In the same formation,
to supply tho military post and add to the
elty supply, and showe an Increase of tem-
perature and flow, as depth [s obtalned.
The waters are highly minerallzed, but are
unfit for table purposes, thongh excellent
for skin dlsenses end bathlng,
