what occurred. From Lystra, where he was

. stoned, Paul retraced his steps, visiting the
little congregation recently gathered, ordainingelders and commending them to the
Lord. The trip led through Pisklia, Fam-

phylla, Perga nn<l Atlalta. four Roman
provinces. Sailing across to Salenelu,
Paul and Rnrnabas came to Anticch, In

Syria, where tbe.v had been commissioned.
On their arrival they summoned the church
and gave a report of their mission and its

success, dwelling especially on the proof
which it afforded that God had opened to
the Gentiles a door of faith. For some time
the Apostles rested from their toils, finding
comfort in the ordinary ministrations of the
Church.
Dissension..Thus far the Jewish and

Gentile converts united in the bonds of love
for a common Ixird; lived side by side in
great peace at Antiocb (Psalm exxxiii, 1).
mis uengntnu traternity was uisiurueu

from without There came to them from
Jerusalem certain brethren who asserted
that the Gentile believers must be circumcised.thatIs, they must become Jews before
they could be Christians (verse 1). This new

dogma provoked much disension (verse 2).
Paul and Barnabas resisted it, and probablymost of the Church sustained them,
although, as generally occurs, it may be
that a few, zealous for the traditions of
Israel (Col. ii, 8), may have cast themselveson the other side. The conflict thus
precipitated involved not only the peace of
the Church at Antiqch, but the future of
Christianity. The decision would affect thte
work of the gospel in all lands and centuries.
Reference..How shall this perplexing

question he settled? In our time Protestantswould appeal to the Scriptures as "the
only infallible rule of faith." Learned men

would collect proof texts, hut interpretations
of these might differ, leading to a war of
words, and in the end believers might be dividedas they are now, into oposing sects.
(1 Cor., xii, 25). But the New Testament
had not been written, and this course could
not be followed. It was finally determined to
refer the whole matter to the Apostles and
Elders at Jerusalem. (Verse 2). There were

good reasons for this action. The Apostles
had been with Jesus and had heard bis
teachings. Moreover, the Holy Spirit had

.W'dl'l" pro'JlisWl to guide them into the truth.
(John, xvi, 13). Besides, the church at Jeru-
salem was older, the mother of all, and
might be supposed to hold juster views of
doctrine than other churches.
Reception..Delegates were sent to submitthe disputed question. Paul and Barnabaswent as the champions of the Gentiles,

accompanied by others. Titus being one

(Gal.. 11.. 1). and possibly some of the Judaizingclaafs accompanied. Officially escorted
by representatives of the Church, the Apostlespassed through Pheniee and Samaria
(verse 3).. publishing along the way to discipleswhom they met the conversion of the
Gentiles. Conquering heroes never returned
from foreign wars with more buoyancy of
spirit than did Ihese two men break the in-
xeuigence tnat Jesus had been preached successfullyamong the heathen. On their arrivalat Jerusalem a most cordial reception
was extended. (Verse 4.) And there, beforelarge and joyous assemblies, they declaredwhat God had dene by them in differentcountries, reproducing the story told
when they returned to Antioch after their
long and perilous Journey.
Assemblies..Judging from the narrative.it is probable that Paul and Barnabas

on their arrival in Jerusalem did not at once
report the dissensions which led to their
visit. They pursued a much wiser course.
Proceeding to give an account of their missionarytour, they allowed the audience to
raise questions. In this way the topic was
brought up by the Pharisaic believers as an
original and independent matter, and the
Apostles were called together to consider it.
(Verse 6.) The assembly was not general,
like these eeeeeile .

WJ imi 11 i iiinu" to settle
controverted points. No one was invited
from abroad. It was limited to Jerusalem.
The subject of Gentile rights had been up
several years before upon the conversion of

Cornelius (Acts xi.. 17-18). but the question
of circumcision was not raised. Now the
crisis of missions Is reached. The door to
the heathen has been thrown open. The
assembly, therefore, marked a new and importantera.

Commission.The discussion on that
occasion, reported in verses 7 to 21, is not
assigned by the committee in to-day's lesson.The speaking seemed to be all on one
side. They who precipitated the matter appearto have been silent, or they may have |
Deen absent. Peter spoke first. Paul and
Barnabas followed. Then James, the presl-
dent of the Council, summed up the case
and gave a decision which was favorable
to the Pauline view. Ills address was largeheartedand manly. He quoted Scripture to
show (verse 17) that God intended to save
the Gentiles (Jer., xv, 19); that the Jewish
ritual was only a provisional arrangement
(verso 16), looking forward to the fuller
dispensation. The speech pleased the assembly,and It was agreed that two prominentbrethren, Barnabas and Silas (verse
22), should return to Antioch with Paul and
Barnabas and report what action had been
taken, that there might he no doubt on tha
subject. q\ n$2jEpistles.The four commissioners were
not allowed to return with merely an oral
message, valuable as that might be. Theybore letters which put the judgment of the
assembly in permanent form. The letters
were addressed to "the brethren which are
m rue uentlles in Antloen nnd Syria nnd
CJlleia." (Verse 23.) The Tery form of that
salutation virtually settled all disputes. The
letters declared that the men who had
preached circumcision went out without authority(verse 24), showing that ministerial
license and ordination were necessary in
mose uays to secure sound doctrine. Paul
and Barnabas were highly commended In the
epistles (verses 25 and 26) for their selfsacriflcinglabors for Christ. Barnabas and
Silas were named a* spokesmen for the
Jerusalem Church. (Verse 27.) These letterswere the first written documents, so
far as we know, d»liv'""d by apostolic authority,the charters of Gentile liberty, to
be held up with the churches.
Restraiiit.'One feature in the letters de-

serves special attention. (Verses 28 and 20.)
While released from circumelsm the Gentile
converts were urged to "abstain from meats
offered to idols, and from blood and from
things strangled, and from fornication."
Three of these prohibited practices (I.ev.,
xvii., 13) were forbidden in the law of Moses.
(Dent., xli., 23.) This injunction was a

prudent measure for the present, destined to
pass away, but made now to secure unity in
the Church. It was felt that unless so much
were retained there could not he peace betweenth Jewish and Gntile eonvrts. (1 Cor.,
Yin., io.j in item on social purity was

fundamental and nbiding. Chastity was at
that time unknown among the heathen. Miscellaneouscohabitation was practiced withoutcensure by Roman officials in high station.Here Christianity utters its protest
against immorality. It is worthy of commentthat this restraint was not purely
apostolic. It was declared to be by direction
of the Holy Spirit.
Conclusion.Three points in the lesson
