His Companion |Injured, and
Many Children Barely Es-
caped Serious Harm.

A bleyele I the hands of a six-year-old
boy was£ the canse of o runivwiy yesterday
afternoon, whieh resulted fn the denth of a
min, Infury of a4 youth snd the
narrow eseupe of 4 ompher of children.

Joho Whiston, thirty-two years of age,
who peslded nt No. 28 Mangin street, was
the nnfortunate man who wae killed. Al
though an expert driver, with n thorough
knowledge of horses, e wes unable to con-
trol the maddened anlinnl he was handling,
and wlen the cormer of Rivington and
Lewls streets rénched the horse
swerved, overtnrned the cart and. threw
Whiston to the ground, fracturing his skull
iz compandon 1o the wagon, Charles Lyon,
was dreagged s number of blocks before he
could get out. He recelved severe bruises
and wag taken to the Gouvernear Hospital,
where be lleg b o precarious conditon,
An nmbohines eall wig sent In for Whis-
ton, but before Itz arrival he wna dend, In
Hs magd spesd the horse cume aenr dolng
serlous Injury te miny small ¢hlldren who
werp playing on the streets. Beveral were
knoeked down by pedestrians treing to get
out of the wuy, und those who witnessed
the runaway say it was o mirncle that
muny children wers not killed.

He was alwaye doclle, bnt wonld oces-
sionally shy at a bicyele.
Yesterday Whiston sald he nedded some
recrention  snd nsked permlssion to drive
the new horse. He was known as a care-
ful driver and n mool mamiger of horsvs,
gnd Mr, Grant \'fling!\' consented,
ton mﬂl: with him for the drive Charles
Lyon, a sixteen-year-old friend. All went

of It:
A pedler’s eart, to which a horse was
attached was stending near the curd faclng
the West.

No hegd wos given his repeited r ritigs und
he torned to vile around 1, when Whiston
appenred driving In the oppasite direction.
