Paul's advice to Timothy, 2, Timothyi.f 1-7.

Preliminary..It Is believed that Paul

was approaching the end of his career (2
Tim. iv., 6), when he wrote from the city
of Rome his second letter to Timothy, probablyabout 66 A. D., or four years before the
destruction of Jerusalem. Twelve other

epistles (or thirteen if Hebrews is ass^ned
to him), had fallen from his pen. In them he

had discussed the great doctrines of the
church, occupying from the first to the last
writing at least fifteen years. During that
time he had travelled extensively in Palestine,Asia Minor. Macedonia, Greece, Spain
and Italy. He has now come to old age
(Philem. 9), but possessed of all his powers.
Looking back and recaNing the events of his
useful though many times arduous service.or looking forward and upward to his
reward (2 Tim., iv., 8), he is certainly qualifiedto give advice. It is always Interesting
to note the closing utterances of a great
man, to study the substance and the style of
bis speech, and to learn the spirit by which
1? is dominated.
Personal..What does Paul say of himself?After the usual manner of the time

(see the epistles of James and Peter), he be-
gen wun nis own name. > uui mov

his parents gave him. but that which he acquiredat Paphos (Acts xlli., 9.). He calls
himself' "an Apostle of Jesus Christ." not
hesitating to take the rank among the twelve
(Matt, x., 2). whom Jesus ordained. He declaresthat he obtained this office "by the
will of God," that is. he was not put into
it by men, as Mathias was (Acts i., 26), a

fact which he emphasizes in his writings
(Gal. i.. 1) as one of particular importance.
The purpose of his appointment as an apostlehe sets forth, that he might publish that
eternal life (verse 1). which God had in view
for mankind by the incarnation of his son
Jesus Christ. In thus announcing his name
and office. Paul was not egotistic. It was a

necessary introduction to what followed, that
riuht views of him might be had. Advice
must be weighed in the scales of good judgmentconcerning him who gives it. This letteris not written by a man merely, but by
a man in this high office.
Salutatory.What are Paul's thoughts

and feelings concerning the one to whom he
wrote (verse 2) ? He applies no title.reverend,bishop, elder, deacon, evangelist, pasooiic"him TfmnthT That nnmp told
the story of his mother's devotion (Acts
xvi., 1), and signified honoring God. Paul
cells him "my dearly beloved son," and explainselsewhere, (1 Tim.. 1, 1). that his
relation was one of faith. Timothy was

converted under Paul's preaching, and by
him received into companionship and ministerialservice. (Acts xv(,, 1-3). Thror.~h this
relation had come those intimacies (Rom.
xvl., 21), which had endeared each to the
other, the heart of the older naturally turningwith pride to his young associate. In
his opening salutation Paul pronounces a

blessing upon the young man, a three fold
blessing of grace, mercy and peace, a summaryof all spiritual good, And in this he
recognizes God as Father, and Jesus as
Christ (Mess'ah), or Lord and Master. These
opening words apparently subordinated Timotny,S22? !?** -Wf®.-.
and must have been received with great
favor.
Thankful.Paul next opens his heart as

if unable to control his generous emotion
toward the one beloved (verses 2 and 3). He
declares his thankfulness for the friendship
of Timothy, as he had done for the fidelity
of the Roman Christians (Kom. i, 8) and
r,t tti« Tvnhpsifln saints CEDh. i. 16). He

professes that his service for God antedates
his conversion, and reaches back to his
forefathers (Acts xxii., 3), an announcemnt
that his whole life had been consecrated.
He sayB that in prayer he ceases not to rememberTimothy day or night, according
to his habit of pensonal petition. (1 Tbes. i,
2). He refers to Timothy's tears, shed, perhaps,at their parting (Acts xx. 37-33), or

under the influence of instruction given, and
expresses aD earnest desire to see him
expecting that the meeting would give
him joy. How wonderful that the heart
of man can thus recall the sweet a ssociatlonsof other days and yearn for a reunion.
Separation by a thousand miles awakens
memory, intensifies love and kindles hoiy
dt.slre and hope.
Hereditary..Thus far the letter had expressedthe value of the relations existing

between the two men and the regard arising
from those relations. Next the thought turns
to an estimate of Timothy's real worth
(verse 5t. It was after all his 'unfeigned
faith" that made him so dear to the apostle,
a quality which had been previously mentionedas the end of all holy desire and
achievement (1 Tim., i., 5). A man free
from all hypocrisy, trustful and good, is
universally admired. Besides, Timothy came
of good stock. His father was a Greek,
but his mother and grandmother were pious
Jewish women, who turned to Jesus on
Paul's first missionary tour in Iconium.
(Acts xiv.. 19). It is evident that the regardfor Timothy was increased by the fact
that ho was descended irom suen good
women. However much we may rejoice over
the conversion of one raised up out of degradation.we can never have as much genuine
confidence jn him as in one who has an inheritanceof virtue. After the mocir sentlmentalismof some it is high time to put a

premium on those who come of truly good
families and who honor their parents by
walking in their footsteps (Ex., xx., 12i.
Reminding:..AH this was Intended to

prepare Timothy for Paul's first advice
<verses <? and 7). The son of such a mother
held in high esteem by the eminent apostle
to the Gentiles, was reminded of the office
Into which he had been inducted, for he had
been ordained to the Christian ministry by
the imposition of Paul's hands (Acts vi.,
8), and he is now urged to great faithfulness
(I. T!m., lr.. 14). "Stir up the gift of God."
he says, a figure of speech In which grace
Is likened to fire that needs to be stirred
up lest it go out (1 Thes., v., 19). In this
there is a suggestion that possibly Timothy
was retiring in his disposition, disposed to
shrink from public service. He is reminded
as a further incentive that the Scripture
was not given to awaken his diffidence or

fear, but rather to impart strength and love
and mental soundness. Coming from his superior,his old preceptor and dearest friend,

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to i higher appreciation of his duty as a
minister of Christ. Many men need only to
he reminded of obligation to be made faithful(II. Pet., ill.. 1).
Exhorting- The Lesson Committee has

abruptly broken the apostle's line of
thonght, by omitting all that follows the
seventh verse, and beginning with the fourteenthof the following chapter. Fortunatelyt*e disconnected parts, when
brought together, appear like a continunouscomposition. Timothy is urged, not
only to diligence, but to loyalty to the
teachings which had been delivered to him.
(Verses 14 and 15.) Paul would save him
from any speculations or digressions and
hold him to the things which he had
learned. (Jude 3.) There was In that day
danger of false doctrine contrary to the
spirit of Christ, subversive of the soul.
(Acts, xv., 24.) Paul had experience on
that point all through his ministry, and
now is anxious that his young friend
should stand fast. As a special incentive
be reminds Timothy, of whom he had receivedthese teachings, namely, his spiritual
father, and that he had been from childhoodInstructed in Scripture. (Verse 15.)
Hence there was no occasion for turning
aside to tne traditions ana vagaries or men.
Furnishing;.He who has the Bible is

fujly furnished for the work of the ministry.This is made evident by several considerations.First, the Scriptures were
"given by Inspiration of God," (verse 16).
and. therefore, they are both reliable and
authoritative (Second Peter, i. 21). what
cannot be asserted of any other literature;
second, they are able to make one "wise
unto salvation through faith," (verse 15).
giving all the information needed as a
basis for the faith; third, they are profitable"for doctrine, for reproof, for correction.for instruction," so that the saved
inay go on up Into the heights of excellence;fourth, they cover the whole range of
fhi light and action in the Christian life,
(Romans, xv, 4), so that by them the man of
God may be perfect (verse 17); fifth, their
outline;; of human rotations and duties are
»o ample that by means of fhein a man
nay be thoroughly prepared for all good

works. These farts concerning the Bible
were enough to hom a young minister to the
one only standard of faith and practice.
Conclusion.Primarily this lesson is

for ministers. It shows how those who have
preached the Gospel for many years and
are about to pegs away turn to those who
are to follow iSern. anxious that they should
maintain the faith sin its purity and dischargetheir duty fully. No true minister
can be indifferent to the future. His work
and its fruit will appear after he is gone,
and, if earnestly desirous to advance the
cause of Christ, he must seek to perpetuate
with successors what he has begun. Jhe
lesson also has a message for afl **nristians.
It is not enough for any man to live for
the present, meeting its obligations as they
rise. He must desire others to enter into
and to complete his unfinished work. (Psalm,
xe, 17.) In like manner they who are cominginto places of trust, both ministers
and laymen, do well to look reverently to
their seniors, and inquire after the good old
way of righteousness. (Jer. vi. 16.) The
treasures bequeathed by the fathers ought
ever to be prized. And whatever new tnougm
or method may be proclaimed to the world,
of one thing all may be assured, that man
will never outgrow the Bible. To hold and
teach its truths is the highest duty and
honor of each generation.
