TENIEBSEE GREETS
THE PRESIDENT.

; Mr, McKinley Enthusiasti1cally Enter.ained at the
Nashville Exposition,

GREETED BY CROWDS.

Cheers Went Up at Every Turn
and Frequently Interrupted

His Address,

NATIONAL UNITY ACCOMPLISHED.

"Whatever Differences About Politics
May Have Existed We Are All

Americans Before We Are
Partisans."

Nashville, Tenn., June 11..This city was
decorated and adorned in every street todayto welcome the President of the United
States and his party on their visit to
Tennessee's Centennial Exposition.
Their special train arrived at 8 o'clock

this forenoon, and Mr. McKinley and his
fellow travellers were escorted to the Max
well House by a squad of mounted exConfederatesoldiers in the uniform of the
lost cause. Great crowds thronged the
streets and cheered them as they passed.
The party breakfasted, and at 10 o'clock

Governor Taylor, of Tennessee, and GovernorBushnell, of Ohio, accompanied by
their staffs, called upon the President.
Mrs. Van Leer Kirkman, president of the
Woman's Board of the Exposition, also
called upon the President and Mrs. McKinley.

Cheered by Great Crowds.
Leaving the hotel at 11 o'clock, the Presidentarrived at the Exposition grounds

three-quarters of an hour later, still escortedby the ex-Confederates and a troop
of regular cavalry. The procession
was greeted with cheers from the thousands
of people who lined the streets. Governor
Taylor's address of welcome opened the
exercises at the Exposition building, in the
presence of 8,000 persons. He was followedby W. L. McCarthy, Mayor of Nfish-
ville, and Governor Bushnell, of Ohio,
whose happy speech was interrupted by the
vociferous cheers ivhich announced the
advent of the President and Mrs. McKlnley.After she had received a beautiful
bouquet of roses, and had bowed her acknowledgment,Governor Bushnell concludedhis oration and the President was introduced.At the opening of his address
he was wildly applauded and enthusiastic
cheers frequently interrupted him. After
referring to Tennessee's first Centennial
and the State's record for a century, he
said, among other things:
Tennessee has sometimes been called the
"mother of Southwestern statesmen." It
furnished us the immortal Jackson, whose
record, in war and whose administration in
peace as the head of the Great llepubllc
shine on with the advancing years. The
century has only added lustre to his name,
increased the obligations of his countrymen,
and exalted him in their affections.

Builders of a State.
The builders of the State, who had forced their
way through the trackless forests of this
splendid domain, brought with them the
same high ideals and fearless devotion to
home and country, founded on resistance to
oppression, which have everywhere made
illustrious the Anglo-American name. They
came willing and anxious to fight for independenceand liberty, and in the war of the
Revolution were ever loyal to the standard
of Unshingtun. Moved by the highest instinctsof Kolf-Ernvernniont and the loftiest
motives of patriotism, under gallant old John
Sevier, at King's Mountain, your foreluthera
bravely vindicated their honor and gloriously
won their independence.

Tonnesseans have ever been volunteer, not
drafted, patriots. In 1S4C, when 2,400 soldierswere called lor, ;io,000 loyal Xennes- f
senns offered their services ana amid the
trials and terrors of the great Civil War,
under conditions of peculiar distress and
embarrassment, her people divided on contendingsides. Itut upon which ivcr side
found, they fought fearlessly to death and
gallant snoritlee. Now, happily, there are
no contending sides in this glorious commonwealthor in any part of our common
country. The men who opposed each other
in dreadful battle, a third of a century ago,
are once more and forever united together
under one flag In a ^iover-to-be-brokcn union.

Lessons of tJie Hoar,
Megi and women I see about me from all parts
of the country, nnil xnousnnos more win assemblehere before the Exposition is closed.
Let ourselves and let them always remem
her that whatever differences about politics
may have existed, or still exist, we are all
Americans before we are partisans, and
value the welfare of all the people above
party or section. Citizens of different Stntes,
we yet love all the States. The lesson of
the hour, then, is this.that whatever adverseconditions may temporarily impede the
pathwny of our national progress, nothing
enn permanently defeat it.
At the conclusion of Mr. McKlnley's

speech a hickory cane, unadorned, but
sturdy, and made from wood grown on the

, Hermitage, was presented to the President
by J. M. Dickinson on behalf of the Ladies'
Hermitage Association. The ceremonies
being concluded, the President and party
went to luncheon at the West Side Club on

the grounds in front of the Administration
Building.

and the other by Miss Florence Devere
against H. Fletcher Rivers. The former
was first called.
Miss Iladley described herself as a "souIbrette, ingenue and actress," and said she

was engaged by Shammon to play in his
"Side Tracked" company for a period of
two weeks at $20 a week, but was disfcharged in two days without any cause.

She desired to recover $40, under her contract.
The defendant admitted the engagement,

but said Miss Iladley had represented herselfto him as a high class soprano singer;
as able to do a very taking specialty and
as having an elaborate wardrobe. lieiiev-
ins ner representations ne sem ner 10 join
the company at Danbury, Conn., to play
the part of a typewriter.
lie declared that the first night she sang

and did her specialty a chill pervaded the
house. He also complained that she didn't
dress the part properly; that she wore a
cheese cloth dress in one act and a street
dress in the other. This testimony caused
a wrangle between counsel as to what eon'stituted the correct apparel for a typewritergirl, and induced much giggling in
the soubrette corner of the court room.
The question was decided by Miss Camillo

; Martin, who succeeded the plaintiff in the
' part, and she- declared that an indispensa?ble garment for the proper stage productionof a typewriter was a shirt waist, a

"dizzy" one, the dizzier the better.
1 Miss Iladley's counsel contended that the

defendant had ample opportunity to ascer-
tain her ability as a singer at the rehearsal,
but the defendant claimed that in engage"ments like that of Miss Hadley, and when
the company does not spend several weeks
in rehearsing a play, the first performance

Is considered a rehearsal. Judge Stiller
reserved his decision.
Miss Florence Devere, who sued H.

Fletcher Rivers for $25 salary, said she was
engaged, with three other girls, by the
defendant, to do an acrobatic dance in
"Miss Manhattan," at Wallack's Theatre,
and after working a week was unable to
get her money.
Mr. Rivers disclaimed all liability for the

debt, and declared he was only a dancing
master, and was hired by Mr. Van Austin,
the proprietor and manager of the company,to produce an acrobatic dance and
engage the four girls for him, and that Mr.
van Austin wouia pay tneni. justice Ktmer
dismissed the case, and advised the plaintiltto proceed against Van Austin, remarkingthat stage life as he sees it is very
rooky.

BRITISH TROOPS
SLAIN IN INDIA.

Savage Attack Made bv a
u

Strong Force of Nativesat Maiza.

ENGLISH OFFICERS DEAD.

Twenty-five Privates Killed, and
Over a Score of Men

Wounded.

Bombay, June 11..A British force,
under Colonel Bunney, which was acting
as escort for a political officer, Mr. McGee,
WIIQ nttnnl.-orl fit ATnl*n in tho Tnnlii r^llov

by a strong force of treacherous natives.
Several officers and twenty-five privates
were killed and thirty men were wounded.
The British troops were compelled to retreat,and were followed for several miles

by overwhelming numbers of the enemy.
The fighting was desperate. All the British
officers were severely wounded. Captain
Browne, of the First Sikhs, a son of the
late Sir James Browne, and Lieutenant
Crookshank, of the Royal Artillery, were

killed, and Surgeon Higginson, Lieutenant
Higginson, of the First Sikhs, and LieutenantSeaton-Browne, of the Punjab Infantry.were wounded.

Colonel Bnnney Killed.
The first dispatch' received says that

Colonel Bunney was killed. The second
dispatch does not mention the death of
Colonel Bunney; but from the fact that it
says that Colonel Gray, from Miranshah,
has taken over the command of the British
forces engaged, it is inferred that Colonel
Bunney is also among the dead, as at first
announced.
Tochl Valley lies north of Gumal and on

the road to Ghuzni and Waziristan. It has
been controlled by the British since the
delimination of the Indo-Afghan frontier.
But the tribes there have always been
turbulent and anxiety is felt lest the other
tribes rise against the British.
The Mullah of Powindah, who is at the

head of the uprising, is well known to the
British Indian authorities. He is a notoriousfanatical priest and has always been
hostile to British influence.

Bitter Foe of the British.
Owing to an attempt which the Mullah

recently made to stir up a rebellion, he
was expelled from British territory. This
caused him to be deserted by his own peopleand he has since lived in Afghanistan
and is' understood to have been actively
plotting against the British. He took part
in the attack upon the British camp at
Wano, in November, 1894. While Colonel
A. II. Turner, the British Commissioner,
was engaged in delimiting the Indo-Afghan
frontier, his camp at Wano was attacked
by a large force of Wazirl tribesmen. The
British lost about twenty private soldiers
and twenty-three camp followers killed beforethe Wazirls were repulsed. The latterleft over 250 dead on the field.

was started by former members of the ProIduce Exchaugi as a protest against the Boerse
law.

He explained
that it infested the blood of patients and
theh bodies after death. The bacilli, he
contljuut d, could be easily eliminated by
secondary injections, and he hoped soon to
discover u curative serum for preventive
vaccination.

Dr. Paul^Gibler, of the Pasteur Institute
of New York, it is said, discovered the yellowfever bacillus during his investigation
of the disease in Havana and Florida in
1S87 and 1888. Dr. Gibier at that time was

employed by the French Government. He
iVmml *i luiriHna T*rhir»h coprototl tnvino r\f a

highly venomous quality. In some patients
he found enormous quantities, while in
others there was very little. It quickly disappearedfrom the bodies and was particularlypoisonous for the liver and bowels.
