been solved by this indefatigable Inventor.

The aeronaut announced that he "would

make the first public ascent with his inventionthis evening at 7 o'clock from the

Teinpelhof Common.
The time for the ascent was awaited with

anxious expectancy by Dr. Woelfert's numerousfriends, and especially liv the officersof the Aeronautic Division of the GermanArmy.
Crowds Witness Catastrophe.

Hours before- the ascent to-day crowds

of sightseers had assembled on the Teinpelhof.Dr. Woelfert and his assistant, who

was to accompany him in the car of the bal-

loon, seemed to be in happy spirits. The

pair sang and joked during their preparatorywork. The officers of the military ballooningdivision assisted them in filling the

balloon with hydrogen.
At 7 o'clock all was in readiness for the

great trial trip of what was anticipated
would induce a revolution in aerial navigation.Dr. Woelfert entered the car- followedby his young assistant, and with a

few parting words to his friends, waved his

hands in adieu as the ropes were cut in

twain. What surprised those who stood

near enough to, be able to hear hini were his

words just as his car left terra firma.

"Either the ascent will be successful or

I will be a corpse," was the exclamation
heard distinctly by the officers and those
who stood nearest to them.

The Balloon In Flames.

After the balloon reached a height of

about 3,000 feet, it suddenly stopped rising.
In the same instant huge tongues of flame

darted from all sides of the balloon, a

loud explosion was heard far and wide, and

a few seconds later the air balloon seemed
transformed into a flying- mass of fire.

Burning pieces of the bag, Which waS

made entirely of silk, fell among the spectators.The car, which was also, ablaze,
detached itself from the balloon and descendedwith fearful rapidity to the ground.
As soon as it reached the earth the crowds

rushed toward it. Both of the occupants
were found dead and their bodies horribly
burned.
The cause of the fatality was found to ba

an explosion of the benzine used in the
steering gear motor.

All Scientists Interested.
The test of tVoelfert's flying machine

has been watched with interest by scientistsall over the world. In fact, the experimentwhich ended so disastrously was
the greatest test to which flying machines
have ever been put, and had it proved a

success it would have revolutionized the
mode of travel in all parts of the civilized
world.
Many scientists in this country were invitedto be present at the test. Professor

Langley, the American inventor, was

among those invited. He did not attend,
hnuroror a a }ir» ivfia nf fha anlninn thot a a

long as the benzine storage tank was near
the motor the machine.would never be safe
as a means of travel.
According to Professor Langley the benzinewas liable*to explode at any time unlessthis tank could be placed at one of the

further ends of the balloon, where the heat
caused by friction of the propellers could
not reach it.
When the Woelfert machine was flrst

tried in April it proved to be practical, and
so enthusiastic were the German military
authorities over it that soms time ago Dr.
Woelfert was employed by the German
army.
During the Berlin Exposition last year

Dr. Woelfert was one of the greatest attractions.He exhibited several of his airships.and on many occasions made ascents
to great heights. The machine which blew
up to-day. however, was unlike any that he
had ever made.
Had Great Faith in the Machine.
Dr. Woelfert said that it was by far the

most practical one k<e had ever Invented,
and. according to him, it could be steered
against trie wind at any attitude.
The airship was elliptleally built, the motivepower being of a kind of double-bladed

ship's propeller, having a diameter of about
three yards. It was placed right in front of
the basket, while below the car was anotherpropeller for upward and downward
movements. According to previous experimentsthese propellers made 500 revolutions
a minute. The engine, which was of eighthorsepower, was run with benzine. The
balloon was thirty yards long and ten
yards in diameter in the centre.
The basket at the bottom of the balioon

was five yards long and capable of holding
two, or possibly three, men.

Dr. Woelfert made the first public ascentin this balloon May 20 from the Royal
Department of Military Aeronauts' drill
ground. So successfully was the ascent
made that the scientists who assembled
to watch the experiment were delighted,
and the Emperor was asked to see the
ascent of to-day.
Dr. Woelfert had made fifty-three ascents

in a few years, and never had an accident
before. It was said of him after his ascent
on .viay zv mar ne tnougnt noming 01 going
to the height of 2,000 or 3,000 feet In the
air at any time. It seems that his many
successful ascents had made him careless,
and his accident y sterday may have been
iu part due to this
Dr. Woelfert was forty years old. During

his earlier life he was a practising physician,but he developed a liking for intricatemachines early in life, and after
several successful small inventions he gave
up the practice of medicine and bedame
an inventor. He built the factory in Lehoneberg,Germany, and spent the greater
part of his life there trying to build some

machine which would resist gravity. His
first air machines could hardly be called
successful. They would all rise and descend,but they would rot go against the
wind, and for this reason were not practicalor safe.
The air ship which was blown up to-day

was called the "Deutschland." It is
thought that the intricate plans upon
which it was built will never be found. It
was one of Dr. Woelfert's eccentricities
to guard Ills inventions closely. He would
give out some of the simple workings, hut
the mor^ intricate parts he preferred to
keep secret, evidently fearing that his
pati nt would be stolen and his machine b«
duplicated.

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gree has taken a lively interest in the
Yerkes and Allen street railway bills, which
have eaused so much excitement in Illinois.
He is thoroughly disgusted with the action
of the Legislature and Governor Tanner,
and, indiscussing this matter to-day, said:

"There has been some eriticisip, and
justly, too, on the recent Michigan Legislature.But even the worst men in our

State Senate are mere children beside the
Illinois fellows who passed the Allen
Street Railway bill the other day. The bill
surrenders the city to Yerkes and his crowd
for fifty years to come. Think of GovernorTanner signing such a bill! It is one

of the most disgraceful acts in the history
of our American Government. If you think
I am severe on Governor Tanner and the

Legislature, read what as conservative a

paper as the Chicago Tribune says in its

editorial columns of June 10. The Tribune,
too, is backed up by the. other leading papersof that city, and by very nearly all

the people of the city of Chicago, except
those directly in this nefarious legislation.
"Now. who shall be blamed for such disgracefullegislation? I tell you it is as

Alderman Harlan says, 'we ought to place
responsibility for the boodling of Legislaturesright where It belongs,' on what we

call the leading citizens. 'Professional citizens,'as he calls them.
"It is certainly a lamentable condition

of things when notorious boodlers are taken
into what is called the best society, and
lionized by what are known as the respectiable element.the element whose brains and
money ought to be used to accomplish betterends than in inducing corrupt legislaturesto sell the rights of the people.
"If this were a matter of abstract dis-

cussion it would be of little consequence,
but lu the city of Chicago thousands of
people are suffering for the ordinary necessitiesof life, while those who are supposed
to prbtect their interests are selling them
out as heartlessly as though human liberty
and life were a mere commodity.
"I tell you that it wont do to sit down

and try to gloss over these things. Campaignspeeches and Fourth of July orations
will never replace the millions that corrupt
legislatures have taken from the pockets of
the people and handed over to corporate
highwaymen. To-day we need something
more than talk. We need plain, vigorous
action. I know that men are called Anarchistsfor pointing out these conditions, but
let me say this to you. the best patriots are

not the men who are blind lo abuses snch
as those practiced by the Illinois Governor
and Legislature. The men who have the
country's interests at heart are those who
see these abuses and, seeing them, try to
apply the proper remedy. I believe that if
all patriotic Citizens would do this such disgracefullegislation as that recently enacted
la Illinois would be outsde the range of the
possibilities."

The woman lay on her face.the pistol,

fallen from her hand, at her side.
"I thought she had fainted," said Mrs.

Skinner, 'and I sent the ragged man,
whose name I never thought to ask, to the
drug store. Then I turned her over and
I saw the blood on her head, and then I
screamed. It was my screams that brought
Mr. Parks and Mr. Martin to the vestibule."
While Mr. Martin ran for a policeman

the rector and Mrs. Skinner tried to lift,
the woman from the floor. They saw that
death had been Instantaneous. The oullet
had crashed completely through her skull
and blood was spattered in the vestibule.
The crowd outside had learned that somethingunusual was happening within the

sacred precincts of Calvary. Curious ana
inquiring they poured in. A single glance
at the pitiful suicide, at the praying mfn-
ister, and they became awestruck and
silent. Among them stood the tramp. He
had brought some one with something from
the drug store, he had called a passing1
policeman, and. when at last some one
remembered him, he had disappeared.

Church. Restful Amain.
Finally an ambulance from Bellevue Hospitalwas summoned and the woman's body

was removed to the East Twenty-second
Street Station House. Five minutes later
Sexton Larsen. of the church, had locked
the doors. When they were opened again
the place was as restful and serene as

before the suicide had entered it.
At the police station the sergeant made

an investigation, hoping to find some clew
to the woman's identity, but there was absolutelynone. So well had she done her
work that there was not a card, not an

Initial, not a peneilmark to reveal any-
thing but that the suicide was premeditat-
ed by one who was clever at the art or con-

ceniment.
The unknown suicide is about iifty years

of age. She lias gray eyes and her dark
hair is streaked heavily with gray. Her
face ks a strong one; it shows determina-
tlon and courage. The features are full
and square, the forehead broad -and high,
the nose prominent and aquiline. She was

about live feet in height and weighed perhaps180 pounds. Everything about her
was neat and refined. From her smooth,
glassy gray hair, now pi.ifuliy clotted with
blood, to the tips of her new biack Oxfordties she was the personification of,
neatness. She was dressed in what seemed
to be a new black si;k skirt, figured with
a small dark bine figure, a neatly fitting
brown velvet jacket, a black bonnet with
violets.now drooping and smoke-blakened
from too clo^e proximity with the fatal revolver.A silver-headed black silk umbrellawith only "LyoD. maker," on its
handle, was found at her side.

on a pin. an old-fashioned oval breast pin.
She asked for $2.30. I offered her $2, but
she insisted upon $2.50, so linally I gave
in. That's all there is to It," said Mr.
Lowenthal.
The name which she gave at the pawn-

broker's and which appears on the ticket
is. "Iteilly, Second avenue." The phi on
which she succeeded In raising the $2.50 is
an old-fnshkincd brooch of solid gold. It
has two pictures.

The Tobacco Trust lias eliminated one disagreeablefeature of its present predicamentin undergoing trial for restraint of

trade In defiance of law. and that feature
is the payment for its defence,.
The jobbers whom the giant monopoly

owns as if they were its bonded slaves,
are standing the expense of the trust's
efforts to extricate Itself from the plight
of the prosecution now in progress In the
courts against It.
The jobbers know It and are galiing under

the imposition, but the trust that is so frugalof the great wealth that it has wrung
from its slaves laughs them to scorn and
arrogantly continues on its way, using their
money to defend Itself.
The scheme by which the trust accomplishesthis purpose is as unique as it is

ingenious. It consists of a mercilessly-exactedtribute that the trust has dared to
tell the jobbers is a "donation" to them.

As a tobacco merchant said yesterday,

this amounts to raising a loan of many
millions annually, not only without inter-
est, but also without the obligation of payingback, according to a saving clause In
the circular.

I,oun for Trinl Expenses,
The Trust Is directly charged with liav-

Ing devised this scheme in view of the
large expenses -to which It would be put
by reason of the present trial. The clrcu-
lar putting it into effect is given at the
beginning of this article.
Distasteful as is this arrangement, the

jobbers have the consolation of at least
knowing that it is a concession, for on

March 29 last the Trust, taking alarm at
the stringent anti-Trust laws passed in
Georgia and some other States about that

signed to abrogate the factors' or consignmentagreement which had raised the
storm of public Indignation that resulted
in the unfavorable legislation.
In that circular the Trust aimed to continuethe spirit of those agreements withinthe law and promulgated a "donation"

scheme which practically meant that the
jobbers might or might not be pllowed to
make any profits, extraordinary as it may
seem, for handling its goods.
This remarkable circular, which was Bent

to all jobbers, was as follows:
In many States the Legislatures have recentlypassed laws intended to make illegal

all contracts anil arrangements by which
manufacturers seek to comply with the naturaldemand of dealers in their products to
secure them legitimate compensation. Such
laws are calculated to keep the trade In a

constant, state of uncertainty and to involvethose engaged therein lu expeuslve
litigation.
While it is probable that all such laws are

unconstitutional, and in a test would be so
declared by the courts of flDal resort, yet

manufacturers and dealers would suffer great
loss and expense, for these laws bear equally
on all parties to the contract or arrangement.
Though the laws In your State may not be

so sweeping ss In some others, yet trade IS
not hound by Imaginary lines, and for that
reason any arrangement that is not general
in Its application defeats the result the
dealer desires.
In view of these considerations and in the

Interest of the trade generally, we are now

engaged In testing such laws In several
States, but because of the delays, annoyanceand expense of lawsuits, we do not
feel that w e should be expected to have
adjudicated the laws of all the States that
have passed them, and have therefore de-
termlned, In your interest and our own, to
terminate nil arrangements relating to the
sale of our products.
We, therefore, now respectfully notify you

of the termination on this (late of our contractwith you relating to (he consignment
of cigarettes and of the abrogation and withdrawalof all conditions pertaining to the
sale by you of nny of our products. We
shall, however, be pleased to sell you our
cigarettes as per price list enclosed.
The "nigger in the wood pile" is in a

postscript to the pijlce list. The price list
does not differ in one particular from the
orevious price list. The postscript is as
follows:

It la our hope that the success of our businesswill warrant our making: DONATIONSof MONEY or MRROHANI)ISEto onr customers from time
to time In recoKiiMioit of tlieir
interests In distributing our

goods.
Should we be able to carry out this Intentionthe DONATIONS at llrst will be based

primarily upon the amount of our products
purchased by you direct from us, and, secondarily,upon the expense to us of maintaining'
the output of our brands in your State.
We wish yon to understand

thnt nothing herein contained
shall be construed ns imposing
any obligation upon the eompnnyto make such DONATION,

thonft'h it is our expectatict11 that
the condition of our but,*ne(*s»
thronffli the efforts of the .trade,
will warrant our rtoiiiK' so.
It Is also to he understood that

such DONATIONS may be altered
in form OH entirely DISCONTINUEDAT ANY TIME WITHOUT
NOTICE.
The whole trade rose up In arras against
lis "donation" scheme, which they deouncedas iniquitous. It left them on"

rely at the mercy of the Trust, since
donations" might or might not be m. de
> them. If made, it would constitute
ieir only profit. Sliuld it not bo made,
lerofore.and nothing in tlio circular, it
expressly stated, shall make it obliga>ry011 the Trust.then the jobbers would

ave had no profit for selling thp Trust's
roducts.

Surrender of the Trust.
The protest of the jobbers to this was so

ehoment that the Trust withdrew this
[definite "donation" feature and substlJteda 10 per cent reward to the jobbers
lat was equally problematical. This ncion,which was in reality a surrender,
as published to the trade in the follow*
lg "circular," dated April 21:

Until further notice we will every sixty
days after May 1, 18!)7. or as soon
thereafter us practicable, pay 10
per c<>nt on purchases front us during each
such period of cigarettes at prices named in
our price list of March 21), 1SD7. to customerswho, we are satisfied,
shall have not in any manner
discriminated against the sale
of any goods manufactured by
us.
THIS 'SUPERSEDES THE ANNOUNCEMENTOF MARCH 21), 1SD7. AS TO DONATIONS.

Tills new proposition did not prove as
aotliing to the jobbers the the Trust had
robably deluded itself into thinking it
rould, but what could the trade do? Joboranrntoatod mid clamored against' it. but
lie Trust ignored their representations and
et the*nieu down is iugrates. vVe're they
ot promised a definite amoirnt, 10 p<>r
ent, said the magnates, and had they not
store been liable to get loss than that
ncier the definite "donation" plan?

Jobbers at Trust's Merey.
However, the jobbers could do nothing,
'liey could not afford to say that they
rould not take the Trust's products, forheyare so completely dominated by the
'rust that they must take what it gives;
nd at whatever price and under whatever
omlitlons it offers.
The subjection having at length been
ompleted, the Trust launched the latest
'circular," placing all of its other products,
dug and smoking tobaccos, on the same 10>er-cent-perhnpsbasis as that on which the
igarettes were put up by the two preeedagcirculars. This is the circular now in
fleet, being the first one quoted in this

It is a well known
fact that the District Attorney is thoroughlyin sympathy with anti-trust legislation.
Among the cases clterl in the indictment

vhere the Trust refused to sell, is that of
t. O. Brown, a wholesale dealer, of Xo.
11 Murray street. Brown handled Trust
igarettes until he bought from the National,
Mgarette Company. Then tire Trust en'me
lown upon him and infused to sell him
tnless he quit handling goods other than
heirs. They did the smite with Mrs. Lottia
Tirsch, a dealer at Xo. -194 FuKon street,
Srooklyn.
What tlie Indictment Chnrgen.

The indictment charges that through this

conspiracy among the direciors of the com>anythe defendants succeeded in accpuiilishingthe following Illegal results:
Raised the price of paper cigarettes ih the

country and kept it at a standard arbitrarilylixed by them, compelling all dealers and
jobbers to agree to that standard.
Restrained competition and fixed, limited

and controlled the production, manufacture
and output of paper cigarettes.
Coerced all jobbers and wholesale dealers

in paper cigarettes to maintain the standard
or prrce« ana to ueai om.y m mm «,uw..o ...,

threatening lo refuse to sell tUom goods
which they must huvo unless they a greed.
The indictment of the trust was brought

ibout by the National Cigarette Company
through their attorneys, Einstein & Towntend.The National compftn.v is the complainantin the ease, and secured the evidenceof Mrs. Hirsclr and dottier Krowu
upon which the indictment was found.

The Biff Victory in Texas.
The case is similar to the one in Texas,

where, after fighting for several years, the
trust was forced to knuckle down, James
B. Duke and William A. Marbury being indictedin Galveston. They finally plead
guilty and were fined $250 each. They
agreed to discontinue their methods in
Texas, and to-day any tobacco dealer in
Texas can handle any cigarette lie Wishes
or that ids trade may demand, along with
the brands manufactured by the trust.
Since the conviction in Texas the trust

has obeyed the law there, although in
States adjoining it is still pursuing the
tactics that led to the indictment of its officersin Texas and in tills State.

LAWSUIT RECONCILES THEM.

Transfer of Hamilton's Property to His Son
Follows Actions Over Tally-Ho Tragedy.

pendency of the Tariff bill, but his physician,Dr. Magruder, said this afternoon
that ho would be surprised if the Senator
did not return during the next week. Mr.
Aldrlch's health, he said, was much better I
than it hg.d been, but he had ordered a

complete rest in order to amn rd against a
relapse.
