Ice Trust Employes Threaten a

Strike, and the Heat May Be
Even More Oppressive.

WAGES CUT DOWN, BUT ICE ? NO!

The Public Has to Pay the Same
Old Combine Rates, or Even

Higher.Mercury to Go
Up To-day.

The first prostrations from the.heat reportedthis year were recorded yesterday.
As it is likely to be hotter to-day and more

humid, too, sunstrokes may be expected.
The first to succumo to ine neat was

William Strillwalter, of No. 1010 Avenue
A. He is a rather stout man, and while
walking along East Fifty-fifth street about
noou he suddenly sank to the pavement unconscious.The pCople living in No. 405
saw him and sent for a physician. As soon

as he had loosened Strillwalter's clothing
and let him snuff some ammonia, he felt
better and went to his home unattended.
The second one reported was in the

same vicinity. The sufferer was Frederick
Anderson, of No. 340 East Sixty-second
street. He was overcome at Sixty-fourth
street and Second avenue. His attack was

regarded as severe enough by the ambulancesurgeon to warrant taking him to the
Flower Hospital for treatment.
The heat was not oppressive, nor the

humidity high, but coming on the heels of
aDnormany cooi weuuier, mauj were unpreparedyesterday, ana careless about exposingthemselves to the sun's rays. Vast
quantities of Summer drinks were dispensed.
The attendant at one of the leading downtownfountains said their checks representedneariy 3,000 drinks, and others at the
entrance to the Brooklyn Bridge, Madisonsquare and places "where men most
do congregate"' bore testimony ro the same

insatiable thirst Old Sol induced.
The most depressing feature of the heat,

however, was the threat of the employes
Of the Consolidated Ice Company to go
out on strike. They are not in a mood to
submit to any further reductions in wages
during the heydey of the Ice Trust, and
they propose to strike while the weather
Is hot. The ice handlers have brought
their grievances before the local labor
leaders in the past. There are more than
five hundred of them, and they feel confidentof their ability to cope with the
Trust, whether the Attorney-General accomplishesanything in his legal procedures
or not.
Michael Kelly, secretary of District AssemblyXo. 49, Knights of Labor, yesterday

received an application for a charter from
t!«e employes of the Consolidated lee Company.At the regular meeting of the As-
sembly Council at Brevoort wall, .no. juj4

East Fifty-fourth street, to-day, the applicationwill be hcted upon and probably
granted. Kelly said yesterday: "This Is
no new thing. The Consolidated men have
had to submit to reductions in wages till
they are desperate. The public pays the
same old rates, or higher ones, Summer
after Summer, but their employes are

ground down. This is the time for the
men to act.
"The temperature fell from midnight Fridayuntil 7 a. m. yesterday. Then it steadilyrose. The thermometer registered (59

degrees at 6 a. m., 76 at 9 a. m. and 80
at 3:30 p. m.," said the officer in charge of
the Weather Bureau yesterday. "This is
only a little above normal," lie continued,
"and it will be hotter on Sunday. The
wind to-day averaged eighteen miles an

hour, and that_ tempered the heat. The
humidity was 77 per cent, or normal, but

»by Sunday afternoon It may be excessive.
Tie weather is clear all over the country,
generally speaking. It was very hot in
St. Louis yesterday, but there is no defined
hot wave iu view for New Yorkers.
"The roads should be in excellent conditionfor wheeling Sunday, after the rain

of the early part of the week, though
the wind and sun maj have dried the
roads enough to be a trifle dusty in spots."

violently thrown against a window, crushingIn her larynx. Her nose was badly

on her left, side and back. A friend who
was passing at the time helped her to her
home. She cannot speak above a whisper,
and suffers much pain. Her throat and
face are swathed In bandages, through
which her big black eyes look mournfully.
The shock to Miss Joyce's nerves was

very great, and the lacerations on her nose
alone are worth something, too. She had

stnten Island.her voice was too inaudible
yesterday to make known the exact location.butthe accident will compel her to
give up all idea of work, for the present at
least.

NEW YORK BADLY TREATED

Effect of Rate Discrimination Shown in 1896

TTenrv B. Hebert, chairman of the Prod-

York, has issued a circular letter to membersof the exchange reproducing the tabulationsof freight traffic ottered in evidence
before the Interstate Commerce Committee
at Philadelphia recently. The circular
adds:

The fact is not disputed before the commissionthat 1896 was the first year in which
the effect of the differentials upon the businessof New York is clearly shown. The
resulting diversion of business from New
York, by the enforcement of these differentials.is so apparent and so serious that they
must be removed if New York is to sustain

FFVER STRICKEN
AFTER SHIPWRECK.

Another of the Buckhurst's
Crew Shows Symptoms

of Yellow Fever.

ALL ARE BEING WATCHED.

For Ten Days the Men Fought
Fire, and for Eight More

the Elements.

Captain David Thompson and seventeen
of the crew of the lost British ship Buckhurstare still confined on Hoffman Island,
and may be prisoners for days to come.

Otto Wernersen, a Swedish seaman, dejveloped a high temperature yesterday,
which may be the precurser of yellow
fever.
The crew arrived early Friday morning

from Colon. Their ship was burned on

^
the Pacific and was abandoned on the
evening of May 10. The ship, which was

owned by George Gordon & Co., of Glasgow,left Newcastle, N. S. W., coal laden
for Panama on February 2. Captain
Thompson's crew was: Chief mate, John
Davles; second mate, John Carnes; carpenter,Axel Lyman; steward, Thomas
Reed; cook, Samuel Day; Robert Newcomb,
August Rundgreen, John Nundgvlst, G. S.
Anonsen, Carl Wiren, J. Jansen, Albert
Laads and Otto "VVernersen, able seamen;
W. Sorsman, ordinary seaman, and .T.
Mcintosh, William Smith and Henry Bergman,apprentices.
One of the four boats was in charge of

Sailmaker Carl Bokeland. who had with
him four men. and all In this boat are suphalost On thp pv<*nlnc nf Mflv

when in the nelghborhod of Gallopagos
Island, a thin spiral of smoke was seen

curling from the hatch-cover. To raise the
hatch meant to Invite the destruction of
the bark.
The donkey engine had half a head of

steam on. The crew rolled out four lines
of hose and the engine was set pumping.
Holes were bored through the hatch-cover
and four streams turned into the blazing
hold.
Next day the heat increased till the men

could hardly walk on deck and the iron
hull of the vessel sizzled. At the end of
the fourth day a new danger presented
itself. The fumes of coal gas escaped from
the hatch until the crew were half suffocated.It was now a Question how long
the deck could stand the pressure of gas.
On the eighth day the crew urged the
captain to leave the ship. To go below was

impossible, and on deck the men could
scarcely breathe.
Captain Thompson would no,t give up the

ship and the men decided to stick by him
for a day or two longer. Four yawls were
swung out, supplied with provisions and
made ready for launching. The men kept
the pumps going until 7 p. m. on May 10,
when with one accord they rushed for the
boats and pushed off.
They were less than half a mile away

when "the ship burst into flame, the masts
went over the side and the iron deck was

blown into a thousand fragments.
That night there was a gale, and for

five days the boats were tempest tossed.
On the eighth day after leaving the ship
three of the boats reached Cocas Island,
500 miles from the point where they had
abandoned the vessel. The fourth boat has
not been heard from. Two days after
reaching Cocas Island a schooner towed the
boats to within five miles of Manitou,
where the Pacific Mail steamer City of
Para picked up the boats and their crews

and took them to Puerto Principe. From
there they went to Colon and took passage
there on "the Advance.

and humanity, as represented in the struggleof Cuba for independence, devoting the
collection taken to the Cuban cause."
The league also requests that the public

school teachers devote the last half day of
the Spring and Summer session to the story
of Cuba. The league calls upon all the
patriotic societies of America to make the
4th of July, 1897, "memorable for Cuban
freedom."

Tlie Daughter Kidnapped.
Mrs. Harris told her history without sadness.She was married to John Hudson

and lived at Chester, in Orange County,
N. Y. He was weak, and, betng weak,
cruel. His parents disliked her for reasons

which she never knew, which were never

told to her and to please them he persecutedher.
She quitted him and went to Clayville,

N. Y., where she worked at everything
that makes one familiar with hunger, privationand neglect. She could not take care

of her daughter every day, and she entrustedthe child, two years old, to a

friend. Her husband, Hudson, came and

kidnapped the child. She was sure that
he was the kidnapper, but he was tracked
and no trace of little Alice was found.
Alice, now Mrs. W. F. Hissner, of Akron,

Ohio, telis the rest of the chronicle. She
was taken to an orphan asylum at Utica

by her father, who described her as his

stepdaughter. He said that her mother
was dead and showed a notice of her death

which looked like a clipping from a newspaper.
The daughter remained in the asylum untilshe was five years old. Then A. C.

Hannes, a merchant of Utica, adopted her.

She was not a servant in his family, but a

daughter. Mrs. Hannes insisted that she
should have all the culture of young womendestined to be brilliant in society. She
learned music besides the sciences.

Sure Her Mother Lived.
At twenty years of age she met W. F.

Hissner, a commercial traveller, and they
fell in love with each other at once. They
were married, although she said to him,
"My mother is living, I am sure. I shall

go to her, even if she be a gypsy."
"Would you have come to her If she

were a gypsy?" asked one of the guests.

MEMORIAL TO CAPT. MARSHALL

Stained Glass Window to Be Put in the
Chapel at Sailors' Snug Harbor.

Frederic Crowninshleld, the artist, of
No. 42 West Eighteenth street, has designedand executed in opalescent glass an

Important and interesting memorial window,which is now on exhibition in the
studios of J. and R. Lamb, at No. 25 Sixth
avenue, where it will remain for a short
time, until it is removed to the Randall
Memorial Chapel, at the Sailors' Snug Harbor.Staten Island.
This window will be an appropriate monumentto the late Charles H. Marshall,

who in lifetime was one of the trustees
and benefactors of that institution and
prominent In the affairs of this city. He
began life as a common sailor. He was
one of the founders of the Union League
Club and became Its third president. At
the time of his death he was also chairmanof the Executive Committee of the
Chamber of Commerce, a member of the
Board of Trustees of the Sailors' Snug
Harbor, vice-president of the Continental
National Bank, president of the Marine Society,member of the Board of Trustees
of the Seamen's Fund and Retreat and of
the .Board of Pilot Commissioners.
The centre of the memorial window,

which is fourteen feet in height and four
feet six inches wide, shows the angel of
patriotism gliding over a sen of dark blue.
The face of the angel is dark, with the
eyes in a shadow. On the breast is a
breast plate of glowing copper, while the
drapery is of sea green. In the far backgroundcan be seen the port of Liverpool,
and under the light blue sky, with ah her
canvas set, sails a packet ship toward the
pier in the foreground, against which the
deep green waves are dashing. Below are
the memorial inscriptions and a wreath,
with white stars on a blue field and thirteenbars, symbolizing the thirteen States.

GIFT FROM CREW TO A CITY.

Detroit's Sailors Send a Stand of Colors to
the Mayor.

The crew of the United States cruiser
Detroit is the first crew to make a present
to the city whose name their ship bears.
At Shanghai, China, it was decided that
the most fitting present would be a set of
the colors she had so gallantly unfurled at
her masthead at Bangkok, when the Americanvessel was in danger of being destroyed.The officers attached to the ship
heard of what the men were going to do
and they, too, asked that they might sub-
scribe to the fund. However, the men
wanted to have the whole pleasure of givingfor themselves.
When the vessel reached Nagaski, Japan,the flags were taken on board, and the

vessel started on her homeward trip flying
a "home pennant" which was several hundredfeet long, and which was also sent
to Detroit with the set that had been made
in China. These were forwarded to the
Mayor of Detroit one day last week.
The ayor has fixed a day for the presentationceremonies, the day to be known

as "Flag Day." A history of the ship will
also be presented to the city.
The stand of flags Is considered to be as

fine as any that has ever floated over one
of Uncle Sam's vessels. The ensign, or

Stars and Stripes, is over 100 feet long and
40 deep. The union Jack is about 20 feet
square, while the silk pennant Is 312 feet
long. They are enclosed in a handsome polishedwooden box with a plate suitably inscribed.

Captain A. Roller,
Engineer W. A. Laws and Joseph Lott,
deckhand, all of Old Bridge, N. J., escaped
In a yawl.
The tug was owned by Laws. William

Lea built the engine for the boat, and on

Thursday he went to Old Bridge to make
some repairs to it. As Mr. Laws intended
to take a trip to Perth Amboy the next
day, Mr. Lea decided to make the trip
with him. At South River, the Willie took
a scow, loaded with brick, in tow for
Perth Amboy. They arrived at Amboy at
10 o'clock Friday night, and anchored
alongside the scow, about a quarter of a

mile from the shore.
The boats were anchored on the edge of

the channel and the tide was going out.
While the men were sleeping the scow beganto be lowered on one side by the falling
waters, while the other side remained high.
About 2 o'clock in the morning the brick
on the scow caused it to turn over upon
the tug.

The tug was completely submerged. In

the morning a wrecking crew was set to
work and the tug and the scow were
raised, but Lea's body was not found.

Lee and Calhoun's Legal
Blunder Exposed by

the Journal,

ANOTHER POINT RAISED.

Death in Custody the Basis of
the New Brief That Has

Been Prepared.
Washington, June 12..The Journal's revelationthat there has been a serious blunderIn the handling of the Ruiz case and

that Dr. . Congosto's report has probably
broken down the contention that the Spanishlaw was violated by keeping Dr. Ruiz
incomunicado for over seventy-two hours
is in line with the views of the State Department.
Judge Day was alive to the fact that a

blunder had been committed as soon as ha
read Consul-General Lee's report in the
Journal. After Calhoun had been sent on

his mission to Cuba Judge Day thought It
well worth his time to look further into
the Spanish law as it might relate to the
ituiz case. ±ie tnen realized wnar a oiunderGeneral Lee might fall Into, but the
investigation had to proceed. Calhoun, havingno knowledge of the Spanish tongue or

the Spanish law, quite easily assumed Lee'a
position.
Now since it is seen that Spain has the

stronger position on the question of law as
to Dr. Ruiz's incarceration, the State Departmentwill base its principal contention
on his death in custody. Commissioner Calhoun.when the Lee report was presented
to Judge Day, was shown wherein it was

faulty, and for two days he worked with
Solicitor Penfleld in framing a supplemental
report which will give this Government
firmer ground for Its claim.
Dr. Congosto having filed his report with

the Spanish Minister, has returned to Philadelphia.and now all of the papers are

about ready for submission In the settlementof the case.
The way which Is opened by the Ruiz

case will give the State Department an

opportunity it has long been waiting for
to push some long standing claims arising
from the ten years' war. There are eleven
in all. ranging from $2,000 to $300,000, and
amounting to about nair a minion aonars.

The moat important of these are the claims
of John Delgado and of Bocci. The former
is for $117,155, and the latter for nearly
$300,000. These claims are not for imprisonment,but for property destroyed or

confiscated prior to 1878.
The United States also has claims against

Spain, growing out of the present trouble
in Cuba, which, at the beginning of the
present year, were estimated by Secretary
Olne.v at a little less than $19,000,000. A'
the settlement of claims against Spain is
tedious undertaking, the State Departmen
is doing its best to bunch everything witl
the Ruiz matter and make a full presentation.
